COMMANDEER LIQUOR

Government Asked to Take That
in Storage and Extract Alco-
hol for Munitions.

Ottawa, June 21.,—That the federal
government will be asked by the Do-
minion W, C. T. U. to commandeer the
twelve million gallons of liquor now in
storage and extract the aleohol for
munition purposes was the subject of
a resolution unanimously passed this
afternoon at the W, C. T. U, conven-
tion. This body of women will also
memorialize the government to con-
seript and tabulate allen labor on a
war basls, as well as the industries,
this Jatter step to insure that the extra
profits reach the government.

Mrs. Gordon Wright, the .president,
speaking to the latter resolution, told
of recent serious boastd that had been
made by an alien in the west only last
week to a friend of hers, and thought
that there should be no delay in put-
ting thru this legislation in Canada.

Other resolutions supported the ac-
tion of the Presbyterian general as-
sembly in its attack on the senate for
throwing out the amendments to the
eriminal code; another embodied a dis-
approval of the action of the govern-
ment in putting the ban on Arthur
Mee's “Fiddlers,” by which it was
stated Canada was placed in a most
unique position in the -barring of
free speech, which does not obtain in
any other Christian country.

The enactments of the legislatures
made for the prevention of social dis-
eases were endorsed.

Other Resolutions.

Thanks to the government for grant-
ing to Canagdian women the franchise,
a W.C.T.U. declaration to continue 118
temperance propaganda, a pursuance
of “peaceful war” against tobacco and |
especially the cigarette, and a request
to the provincial legislatures to pro-
hibit the terms “beer,” “bar,” “wines,”
etc., in connection with places where
drinks are sold, were among subjects
that were given hearty endorsation in |
resolutions. Mrs, 8. G. McKee, of|

Almost Unanimously Refuse the
Nomination of Alexander
Bruce of Gormley.

Altho the general consensus of opinifon

When the Stouffville delegates arrived
shortly after 6 o'clock there was a large
attendance of members, and in the tem-
porary absence of Isaac Pizer, the chair
was taken by Mr, Ratcliff of Stouffville,
who explained the reason for calling the
meeting and gave a short synopsis of
the proceedings at the last meeting of
the association. As Mr. Pizer arrived
later™Mr, Ratcliff relinquished the chair
in his favor. Mr. Pizer reviewed the
political situation and altho he did not
believe in abandoning even the less im-
portant of the Liberal principles, ex-
pressed the opinion that no internal strife
should be engaged in during war times.
