Si
Charles then entered a _eulogy of
the policy of protection and dilated
upon the benefit Canada had reaped
from it. He. was in the middle of this
when a heavy rain falling on the tin
sheeted roof of the rink bulilding ren-
dered his voice inaudible, and he was
compelled to resume his seat.

Contrasting Canada’'s pro-
gress with that of other nations, he
declared it remarkable, and the man-
ner in which Canada had passed
through the period of depression which
swept over all countries, had chal-
lexged the admiration of the world.
Benefits of our Fiscal Policy.

Then Sir Charles entered upon an
array of figures which demonstrated
conclusively the benefits derived by
Canada under the fiscal jolicy of the
Conservative Government. Dealing
1with the debt of the Dominion, he re-
counted what Canada had to show for
it, declaring that Canada’s public
works and institutions were such as
any nation might be proud of. Can-
ada, under Conservative rule, had
much to show for its expenditures. It
had accomplished vast public works,
yet it was a remarkable fact that the
debt per capita was to-day less than
when the Liberals went out of office.

Preferential Trade.

Taking up the question of Imperial
Federation, Sir Charleg declared that
the ‘adoption of preferential trade was
not of less consequence to the people
of Canada than even the National
Policy of protection. He had made a
careful study of Imperial Federation
in BEngland, where the battle for it
had to be fought, and was convinced
that it was feasible and practicable if
irdeed not an absolute necessity. Eng-
land’s greatest statesmem were to-day
looking anxiously to Canada and other
colonies of Britain to supply them wit
their greatest needs; and well they
might, when it was known that Eng-
jand to-day with its decreased and de-
creasing acreage, was able to produce
itself only one-sixth of the food sup-
ply it required.
The threat of war by America would
give an lmbet‘psAto Imperial Federa-
tion, and it had’shown Britain’s states-
men the necessity of cementing Ighe
union between Britain's colohles. . Iru-
perial Feéderation and preferential du-
t{es would settle up Manitoba more
rapidly . than anyfone yet had ever
hoped or dreamed.

Vital tothe West.
To the West preferential trade was
of vital import. Bring.it abeutandtie
development of the Northwest would
be so rapid, that the world would; be
astonished. :
en Sir Charles took up the qués-
tions of the Hudson Bay Railway and
the improvement of Red River naviga-
tion, and“aroused great enthusiasm by
his references to these matters, which
reference he prefaced by a challenge
to any man to point to any pledge
made to his countrymen in his forty
years of public life he had not fulfilled.
The Canadian Pacific Railway, he saiq,
had found its greatest friend in him,
and as such a friend, he could point to
the fact that soon the Canadian Pa-
fic would be helpless to handle the
vast grain production of the Canadian
West. He could see Hudsqen’s Day
Railway was rapidly becoming a ne-
cessity. It was a work that demanded
immediate attention, and he pledged
bis Government to aid it.
Ked River Navigation

He also promised to improve Red
River navigation, and declared that the
Government would bave made a grant
for it last session but for senseless op-
position, which came from the last
quarter it had been looked for, the op-
position of Winnipeg’'s own represen-
tative. T
The fast Atlantic steamship Service
was briefly touched upon and endorsed
by Sir Charles, as was also the pro-
position for improved defences.

Manisoba School Question.

On the question of Manitoba sehools,
Sir Charles declared he was prepared to
speak on this as on all other questions,
fearlessly and honestly. The act of
1871 had given Catholics the privilege
of their own schools,and the ast of 1890
had taken this priviiege from them.
That they had suffercd a grievance in
this respect, was wundoubted. The
Privy Council of Englaad declared
they had a grievance, and this griev-
ance, in all honor and justice, shoula
be remedied. Under the Canadian con-
stitution, Catholics had the right to
claim redress. They had this claim
under a clause which had been placed
in the constitution at the reguest from
a Protestant source ior Protestant
protection. Because we had hostility
to the Separate school system, we
could not say we could tear up the leaf
in the conmstitution which gave the Ca-
tholics the right to claim redress. Sir
Charles said he appealed for the feeble
Catholic minority ofsq Manitoba no
matter what the opinion was in re-
gard to Separate schools. Had the Pro-
testants of Quebec been treated as
were the Catholics of Manitoba to-d Ly,
it would have been the other ox that
was gored, and every Protestant pul-
pit in the land would have rang with
denunciation. Where was there g2
man with a head on his shouiders
and brain in that head, who would say
that in the Interests of Natjonal
schools, it was wise to turn out the
Present Government and .put in power

to strike a blow at Canada’s progress.
