although nct true coal. Next day
samples of the mineral were gent for
analysis to Dr. Ells of the Schuol v
Practical Science and to Dr. Dawson,
Director of the Geological Survey ac
Ottawa. Dr. Ellis has not yet founa
time to examine the specimens, but
within a few days Dr, Dawson report-
ed, expressing his opinion = that the
mineral was what Prof. Chapman has
named * anthraxolite,” wnich is known
to occur in some of the older rocks in
Quebec and also near Port Arthur in
this province.

Dr. Dawson also put a sample In
the hands of Mr. Hoffman, who on
analysis described it as ‘ comsisting
of an assoclation of what is designat-
ed anthraxolite and quartz, the latter
constituting about 56 per cent. by
weight of the whole.,”” This quartz
would constitufe the ash in burning
and this would render the mineral
useless as fuel, even if it were found
in sufficient quantities for mining pur-
poses.

Prof. Chapman has described an-
thraxolite as a ‘ product of an altera~
tion from petroleum or asphbalt,” and
as found in parrow veing in rocks of
various kinds.

The township of Balfour, where the
mineral was discovered, aceording to
Dr. Robert Bell’s report Hes wholly in
what 18 belleved to be the Cambrian
formation, and if real coal were found
to exist there it would, said Mr, Blue,
upset all the accepted views of geolo-
gists as to the coal age of the world.
