Neelon Plant.

The City Council has a knotty question to
deal with in the removal of the Neelon
plant from the new civic bulldings, before
the grounds can be cleaned up. Yesterday
afternoon the Council ‘was called and ad-
journed to the plant, where a conference
was held with Corporation Counsel Kuller-
ton and Architect Lennox. Finally it was
decided to change the wording in Ald.
Dunn's resolution, introduced at the last
Councll meeting to remove the material and

the Street Commissioner responsible,

o make Architect Lennox responsible,
except for the storage. The matter will be
brought up at the Council meeting on Mon-
day, and on Tuesday the plant will be re-
moved to the city yard at King and Dut-
ferin-streets. 2

MThe Mayor and  aldernmien then took a
stroll through the bulldings and examined
the radiators, marble facings, etc. Several
samples were shown, and the visitors were
nearly all of the opinion that the sample
of pavanazzo should be supplied. The ln-
creased cost will be about $2900.

City Selicitor’s Letter.
Yesterday City Solicitor Caswell wrote
the City Emgineer giving an opinion that
does not agree with the view of the Toronto
Railway Company, that bicyclists can be
excluded from the track allowances. Fol-
lowing is a copy of the communication:

There is nothing in Mr. Keating's let-
ter which leads, me to believe that any
action should be taken on behalf of the
city. The complaint is that bieyclists
ride upon the track allowances, and es-
peclally upon the strip between the
tracks, thus causing delay to the com-
pany's cars in passing through the
streets of the city, and they ask that
bicyelists be forbidden riding upon the
strip between the tracks.

Bicyclists seem to have the same
rights upon the streéts of the miunicipal-
ity as the drivers of any other vebicles,
and ‘T do not think the Council bave
power to prevent the driving of vehicles
upon the track allowances. .1t 1s true
that the Rallway Company have the
right of way thereon, but this does not
prevent the use of the track allowances
by the drivers of vehicles, subservient
to the company's rights upon such track
allowances. If individual bicyclists 1n-
terfere with the company’'s rights the
law is open, and the company should
take such proceedings against such bicy-
clists as they are advised to take, but I
do not think it prudent for the city to
take up charges against bicyelists gener-
ally. There must necessarily be ocea-

To be treated as a spy It must be
shown that at the time of capture he
was in dress other than the adopted
military’ uniform of his country.

A soldier caught. withino, the
lines wearing his’ rightful mniform
only be held ds a prisoner of war.
. Not every person passing secretly
through' the enemy's lines need neces-
sarily be a spy.

When captured, if ‘the - ptisoner -
show that his errand In getting through
was of a personal nature, he can only he
held as a prisoner of war.

Trading with the enemy. or attempting
to enter his camp with letters of a per-
sonal nature does not constitute spying.

To be treated as a spy It musi be
clearly shown that the object of the
accused person was to gain informat'on
for the' ememy, which it would be to
their advantage to know.

The manner of trying a spy depends
upon the circumstances.

His military rapnk also counts a graoat
deal, An officer of high rank would re-
celve a more thorough trial than a pri-
vate. A _person against whom the evi-
dence is Inconclusive would receive more
time to prove bhis inocence than ' ihe
man caught red handed. i

In each case the prisone
court-martial,

If there is any doubt of his guilt, or If
he be an officer of exalted rank, he will
receive a therough trial by a court-mar-
tial composed of carefully selected officers.
He will be allowed counsel and the privi-
lege .of challenging any member of the
court except the judge advocate.

The charges will be read to the pris-
oner, and after the evidence against him
is in he will be allowed the time nec-s-
sary for his defence. After this the
verdict is sent to the President or the
Secretary of War or Navy for approval
before execution,

When the spy Is caught red handed or
the situation is such that prompt action
is necessary, these formalities are omit-
ted.
A drumhead court-martial i{s a “oart
composed of the first five or more officers
handy. The prisoner is allowed to make
an explanation, and a verdiet is rendered
without much further deliberation. Any
kind of evidence is admissable, and no
technicalities are observed.

If he is found gullty, the verdict Is sent
to the highest commanding officer In ¢amp,
and upon his approval Is carried out.

After it is all over a full report Is
made to the President.

The two most famous sples In Amerlean
history are Nathan Hale and Major John
Andre.

While Hale recelved only a trial by
