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LYING TELEGRAMS SENT OUT

No Hope, Says

London, Oc¢t. 12.—The Pretoria correspon-
dent of The Dally Mail sends the following
interesting despatch:

“From an English telegraphist who was
controller of things for the Transvaal, I
learn that there was systematic tampering
with all telegrams during the war in order
to misrepresent operations in favor of the
Boers. He says that Mr. Kruger was con-
stantly wiring to the commanders inquirles
as to how many British had been killed
and that Gen! Cronje, after the fight at
Magerstontein, wired Mr. Kruger that he

ANDREW D. WAIE ON Chin

U. S. Ambassador to Berlin, Who is
Now in Washington, Praises
His Own Government.

AMERICANS SAVED LEGATIONS

So Mr. White Declares—He Thinks g
Settlement Will Ultimately
Be Reached.

Washington, Oect. 11.—Mr. Andrew D.
White, the American Ambassador to Ger-
| many, had conferences with the President
and with Secretary Hay to-day, preparatory
to returning to his post in Berlin next
week. Mr. White, in an Interview, sald |
| that, having been so long absent from Ber- |
{ lin, he could ot give the latest phase of |
opinion there regarding the C_hlnese mat-
ter, but that when he left it was felt by
some of the brightest people he met that
the course pursued by tthe United States
Was wiser than that adopted by the Eu-
ropean powers,

Diplomat Congratulated Him.

One Of the longest headed men in the
diplomatic corps hadq congratulated him on
the fact that, while the other powers al-
most universally had lost hope and were
ready to proceed at once to the most ex-
treme measures om the supposition that |
the diplomatic coyps In Pekin, and indeed
the whole foreign population there, had
been murdered, the Amenican Government
had been patient and wise, and it was due
to this attitude that the United States had

been the first to communicate with Pekin,
and was really the power which saved
the foreigners there. Events since then,
Mr. White pointed out, have juscified com.
pletely this view. To ‘the quotations from
a hostlle element in the German press in
the morning papers, Mr. White attributed
no special importance, saying the papers
quoted had been the most virulent enemies
of the United States thrunout the Spanish
war, and at all times since.
Thinks a Settlement Probable.

The Ambassador expressed the opiniom
that, in spite. of some friction between the
various powers, an ultimate fair under-
standing concerning China was altogether

ficulties finally, he believed that the Inter-
national tribune created by The Hague (Con-
ference afforded exactly the means whieh
will be needed to adjust all the secondary
questions between China and the other na-
tions directly concerned.

BAVING A HERP OF TROLBLE

Some United States  Soldiers in the
Philippines Captured, and Some
Are Deserting,

HEAVY MONEY CLAIM PRESENTED.

Island of Leyte in a Turmoil—-The

Ladrones Are Plundering

and Looting,

Manlla, Aug. 24.—Word has been recelved
from San Miguel to the effect that two men
belonging to Lieut. Altstaemer's party were
given their liberty on parole a few days
ago. They report that the lleutenant and
the other prisoners are now in the hands
of Pablo Tecson, and are well cared for.
Fagan, the deserter from the 24th Infantry,
is supposed to have planned the ambush.

Two Deserters Killed.

Two deserters from the 20th Infantry,
U.8.V., stationed on the Island of Masbate,
were killed by a party of soldiers who were
sent to capture them. As the little party
approached the deserters the latter openea
an ineffective fire, which was returned and
the two deserters fell dead. One of them
was named Carran, but the name of his
companion has not been learned. Two other
soldiers who had been intimidated into join-
ing the deserters made their escape and
returned to camp.

A Claim for $32,000.

A claim has just been presented to the
Secretary of the Military Government by
Senor Manuel Pardo for the recavery of
the sum of $32,000 from the United States
Government ' for the selzure, confiscation
and sale of the steamer Toning, which was
seized by the United States authorities in
January, 1899, condemned as a filibuster,
and sold to the McLeod Company for $32,-
000. Senor Pardo claims that the Govern-
ment officlals were decelved by false testl-
mony. _

Ladrones and Plundering,

The west coast of the Island of Leyte is
in a state of turmoil.

Montreal, Oct, 11,—(Spectal.)—The presi-
dent of the Canadian Pacific Railway re-
turned to the city tg-day.'‘Our smelters in
British Columbia,” said Mr. Shaughnessy,
‘‘are being worked to their fullest capacity,
and are being emlarged and added to to
meet the demands upen them. The Grand
Forks smelter s now haadling 300 toms of
ore dafly, and within 60 days will have
been endarged to double its present capa-
city.

At Greenwood the smelter
recently begun will be shortly completed
and in operation, and will then be able to
treat 300 tons a day. We are also build-
ing a pyritic smelter at Boundary Falls for
the treatment of the low-grade ore.”
