GLOLGOST IN THE DUNGEON

Y

The Anarchist Assassin is Becoming
Nerveus and Restless Under
. Solitary Confinement.

ALL NEWS IS KEPT FROM HIM

Ravenous Appetite Has Disappear-
ed %o home Extent—Not Teld
of Goldman’s Arrest.

Buffalo, Sept. 12.—Czolgosz, the whey-
faced Anarchist, is becoming nervous and
restless. Perhaps it is because he is unable
to learn from the guards who Watch him
constantly whether President McKinley is
alive or dead. Perhaps it is on account
of being deprived of the soclety of half-
crazed Anarchists and possibly it is due
to the fact that he does not relish be-
ing confined In a cell in a dungeon.

Czolgosa began to act fidgety yester-
day afternoon. Somehow or other it bhas
scemed te the officials who hayve cross-
examined him so often that Czolgosz
rather relished the idea of being asked

other doings of the “Reds.”” He has im-
pressed Dr. Fowler, Dr. Crego, Supt.
Bull, District Attorney Penney and the
secret service agents that he appeared
to think himself a here in their eyes.
As” soon as they finished questioning
him, bowever, and he was ordered  to
remain in his dungeon, with rays of
gaslight filtering in it teo light it up, bis
manner began to change. For the first
time since his arrvest Czolgosz was kept
in the dungeon all day yesterday. He
did not betray any nervousness until late
in the afternoon. He had then smoked his
,third stogle, the last one of the day, and
he began to pace up and down the Ilittle
cell. He walked for fully an hour when
his supper was brought in.
Ate One Slice of Bread. .

It consisted of ham and eggs, coffee,
bread and butter. Czolgosz drank the |
coffee and ate one slice of bread. It was
the first time since his arrest that he had
eaten so sparingly. During the night he
was nervous and restless. He slept but
little and tossed from side to side on
his plank bed and moaned frequently.

He arose early this morning, and, AcC-
cording to the officers, who saw him, be
was more restless than at any time since
bis confinement. He changes his position
a dozen times a minute. First he would
sit down on the little wooden bench, Then
he would start up and walk a few. min
utes, sit down again, stand up and drum
idly on the iron walls and show every
indication of being very nervous.

A hearty breakfast was set before him,
this morning, but he ate only a few mor-|

sels of food and drank only part of the
coffee. He had nothing to say to the
officers or to the man who served him his
food.

No Chanee for Agitation.

Notwithstanding reports to the con-
trary, It may be stated as a positive
,fact that Czolgosz does mot know that
Emma Goldman, the high priestess of
Anarchy, is a prisoner in a Chicago police
station. One of the morning papers
printed a story to the effect that Czol-
gosz was notified last mnight of the
woman’'s arrest and that he was greatly
agitated wheh he learned of it. As 2
matter of fact, he knows absolutely

nothing about it, and if Supt. Bull

jearns that any of his officers notifies the |

Anarchist of the fact he will be sum-
marily suspended from duty.
The officers have the most positive
kind of instructions not to. speak te him.
not to let him see a newspaper, not to
give him any Information of ahy kind
whatever.

The men who are gunarding him are the
most trustworthy officers on the force,
and wvaine their places too highly to dis-
obey Supt: 3ull’'s speelal  instructions.
It will be some time, probably, before he
learns of Goldman’s arrest. —
