“My little girls
and boys,” he said, “will you take the
advice of a man who is commencing to
feel old, byt whose heart is young. If
80, be not prejudiced against your little
friends in Quebec. In my days we in
Quebec were prejudiced against the peo-
ple of Ontario.

know each other as now. You are grow-
ing in a time when this prejudice is
dying away rapidly.

‘Committee on Sept. 13, when a dispute
concerning the merits of the primers
‘of the two companies drifted into the
broader and more serious question as
to whether or not the government of
Ontario were partners in a pronounced
breach of the contract governing the
publication of authorized school books,
or were simply being hood-winked and
were ignorant that a contract in which
the government was very much interest-
;ed was being violated. If the former,
then the government was assisting in
unlawfully permitting Canadian work-
‘men to suffer American competition.
If, however, it was simply a case of the
government having no knowledge of the
breach of contract, and accepting the
good faith of the publishing house for
its observance, then the sooner they
were awakened to the real facts of the
case the better.

George N. Moran & Co., at that meet-
{ing, submitted a proof sheet of the
Canada Publishing Company’s primer,
taken fresh from the press ¥/f a New
York printing house, notwithstanding
the fact that by the terms of the con-
tract, and in accordance with the copy-
iright law, every pariicle of the work
on the Ontario Phonic Primer was to
be done in Canada. At that tinfe the
representative of the Canada Publish-
ing Company, present at the meeting,
insisted that the primer had been print-
ed and bound entirely in Toronto.

Before text books are authorized there
is a contract signed by the Minister
{of Education and the publisher, and
ratified by an order-in-ocuncil, stipulat-
ling in the most explicit terms that all
(the work in conmection with the book
imust be done in Ontario. In addition
| to this, the Copyright Act declares that
{before a Canadian copyright can be
|granted the book must be either printed
iand published, or reprinted and repub-
{lished. in Canada, and that a declara-
{tion to that effect must be made by the
publisher before any book can be copy-
righted.

After the publicity given the sensa-
{tional meeting at Toronto Junction, it
| was confidently expected that the Min-

ister of Education would take instant
{action. The Canada Publishing Com-
pany, in extenuation of their having
gone to New York for press work, de-
clared that they had done so only be-
