NOT KBIT DISCOURAGED
WL HOLD B MEETIG

Temperance League Hopeful That
Appeal to Higher Court Will
Reverse Decision. .

“We do .not-|feel ddsooura:éd, but
‘believe that it ‘is a good thing and
will stir up the people of Toronto., I
believe that it will simply be the com-
mencement of a local option campaign
in the City of Toronto that will wipe

out every bar foom.”

Thus cheerfully did J. S. Robertson,’
president of the Canadian Temperance
League, as chairman at yesterday af-
ternoon’'s largely attended meeting in
Massey Hall, comment upon the judg-
ment of Chief Justice Meredith in
quashing the license reduction by-
law,

Mr. Robertson drew vigorous ap-
plause by the announcement that the
meeting to commend the action of the
city council would be held to-morrow
night despite the decision. The speak-
er acknowledged the demonstration by
remarking, “That's just what I ex-
pected: That's the spirit with which
we ‘temperance people go into battle.-
‘We are not afraid of a decision of the
courts, but will go on, and we have
reason to believe that this hall will
not be large enough to hold the peo-
ple.” { 4

The chairman said that, the city
council had reduced the number of
licenses whatever might be the legal
finding.

‘“There is reason to be proud of our
courts and judges, yet we know that
judges may err anfd decisions may
be reversed,” he continued amid ap-
plause. The speaker .referred to the
fact that judgments quashing local op-
tion bylaws in Midland, Owen Sound
and  other places had been reversed.

There was no question but that the
doom of the liquor traffic was sealed, |
said Mr. Robertson, who referred with
satisfaction to the new British license
mensure, and the fact that one-third
of the people of the United States
now nved under prohibition. In On-
tario there were 312 local option muni-
cipalities .as against 419 not under
such measure. .

Mr. Robertson gannounced that of

the 23 Sunday meetings held during
the season, which concluded yester-
day, only 6 had paid expenses, the
others showing deficits ranging from
$10 to $85. At the meeting of the
previous Sunday, with an attendance
of 2000, collections only-amounted :to
$67.
