The circum-
stanoce of momentary destruction in which they
live, added to the most stringent and necessary re-
gulations, have subdued thoir minds and faalings
to the condition of their hire, There is scldom
any need to enforce these regulations. Some ter-
rible explosion here, or in works of a similar kind
clsewhere, leaves a fixed mark in their memories,
and acts as a constant warning.
