of their needs and rights may be fair and comprehensive, and that of
her own just and unselfish. In the possible case of a decision which
she may think unfair, she has always the right of an appeal to the
Board of Managers, but her strength will be in that “charity that
thinketh no evil, which suffereth long and is kind,” and in 1luio£ wait-
ing upon Him who makes “all things work together for good to them
that love him.”

Every missionary candidate shall be required to sign the following
contract :

I agree to conform to the ahove requirements and conditions
while in the employment of the Woman’s Missionary Society, and,
failing in this, to refund the amount of my outfit and passage-money.
