An Ottawa despatch last night an­
nounced that the delegation from St*. 
John which had gone to Ottawa to ask 
ping facilities' of the harbor, had wait­
ed on Hon. Dr. J. H. King, Minister of 
Public Works, yesterday afternoon. 
The Canadian Pacific Railway was 
also represented on the deputation. It 
was stated that the present lack of 
equipment for the adequate handling 
of grain was seriously handicapping 
the port and it was urged that the Gov­
ernment consider the construction of 
several new grain conveyers at piers 
which at present, it was said, were 
without proper facilities for the trans­
fer of grain.

The Minister was told that the mat­
ter of the building of the Negro Point 
breakwater had already been approved 
by the Government and the members 
of the deputation felt that }t was only 
a question of time until the work 
would be undertaken.

Hon. Dr. King told the deputation

last evening before Coroner Dr. F. L. 
Kenney and jury at No. 7 Fire Station, 
(jueen street, West St. John, and after 
a deliberation of about half an hour the 
jury brought in the following verdict: :

“We, the jury empanelled to inquire 
into the death of William Mosher, find 
that he died on board the steamship 
Alconda at No. 6 berth, West St. 
John on Feb. 16, 1924, as result of 
fracture of the skull after falling into 
the hold of the said steamer and that 

opinion the accident was caused 
by a defective cross ship beam.” 
Signed: Edmund Howard (foreman), 
J. L. Wright, Robert Carlin, Jasper 
Cameron, Bradford Nice, John F. Wll- 
liamson, Fred Desjardines.
