years and carried Europeans into slavery.

In the present generation it has been
made famous by the operations of the
chieftain Mulai Ahmed er-Raisuli, wha
captured and held for ransom Ion Per-
dicaris, an American citizen, in 1905.
This was in the administration of Presi-
dent Roosevelt and evoked from Secre-
tary Hay the historic phrase demanding
“perdicaris alive or Raisuli dead!” It
resulted in the almost immediate release
of Perdicaris. ¢

The rest of the world knows compar-
atively little about Morocco despite the
fact that it has been the ground of in-
termittent fighting for centuries. It oc
cupies the extreme porthwestern part of
Africa, having an area estimated at
about 300,000 square miles and a popu-
lation of - 5,000,000 to 10,000,000. Its
people contributed to the armies which
once invaded Spain and conquered
Granada.

An Absolute Monarchy.

The country is an absolute monarchy
with a sultan or caliph as its head. Th'e
present occupant of that position is
Mulai el-Mehdi but his control over the
shereefs, or nobles, has been for many
years only nominal. Various Earopean
governments have negotiated with the
sultans in an attempt to pacify the
Moors, but these have only resulted in
outbreaks by numersus leaders such as
Raisuli, who have committed outrages
which again brought the Moorish ques-
tion before the European cabinets.

| whether steam or hydro-electric, have
been 'inadequate. In addition the types
of rates for electrical service in gemeral
ieffect have not been such as to induce
‘a general use of electrical energy.
{  “It is generally recognized that hydro-
electric generating stations offer the best
opportinities for'inducement . to increase
electrical construction. In siich generat-
ling stations, by far the greatest part of
the total cost of electrical energy, is in-
terest and other fixed charges on the
investment, which must be paid in any
case, so that once these charges are met
"additional energy up to the  capacity
|of the generating station may be sold at
a very attractive rate.

Spanish troops have fought the Moors
for centuries but it was only in 1912
that the northern littoral of Morocco was
assigned to Spain under the terms of the
Franco-Spanish treaty signed in that
year. Since then Spain has been engaged
at intervals in sporadic attempts to
maintain her authority with varying suc-
cess and failure.

Both the French and Spanish govern-
ments decided in January, 1920, to make
military demonstrations in their respec-
tive zones for the purpose of preparying
the way to more orderly government.
The French zone was soon paci'ﬂe_d.
The Spanish territory which is adminis-
tered by General Damaso Berenguer, as
high commissioner, was not so submis-
sive. Spanish troops at first made their
base on the Atlantic coast of Morocco at
El-Arish, also known as Laraiche. From
there they penetrated well into the in-
terior and captured a number of Moorish
strongholds, including the so-called sec-
ret city of Sheshawan. For some time
little activity has been reported in that
western district of Morocco.

Silvestre’s Predecament.

The Spandiards, however, sent another
expedition under the command of Gen-
eral Silvestre, who established a base‘at
Melilla, midway on a promontory which
extends from the eastern end of th'e
Spanish zone northward into the Medi-
terranean. From that point, General
Silvestre’s troops attempted to pene-
trate southward into the interior. Ea:rl_v
successes were reported, but last spring
the Spaniards encountered strong.natwe
troops and hostile tribesmen, estimated
to number 20,000 and said te be well
armed and equipped with artillery.

DECIDE TO RAISE
PER CAPITA TAX

Railway Carmen Will Use
Increase to Improve Bene-
fits and Strengthen Defence
Fund.

Toronto, Aug. 16—The question of
raising the per capita tax on all its 200,-
000 membership, was introduced at yes-
terday’s session of the railway carmen
of America, and passed by a substantial
majority.

From the present straight rate of 50
cents a month the law committee recom-
mended a graded increase, calling for a
monthly tax of 55 cents on coach clean-
ers; 65 cents on helpers and apprentices
and 85 cents on mechanics.

It was also proposed that the great
fmcrease in revenue which would result
from this should be used for certain
improvements in benefits, notably the
issuance of “out-of-work” stamps, and
the emlargement of the scope of disabil-
ities, to include partial as well as total,
an dalso to strengthen the defense fund.

B. Eddy works on Principale street and
across the Chaudiere bridge was lined
by men and women who were employed
in the works and who had come under
the influénce of Mrs. Eddy’s kind no-
ture. The main office of the company
was draped in mourning and all flags
flew at half mast on the top of the dif-
ferent factories. :

A private service was held in the fam-
ily residence, “Dunara” at 2.30 p. m.,
Rev. Wesley Megaw of Stewarton Pres-
byterian Church officiating.

For a day Jack brooded, spending his
time with the chief engineer. Early the
next morning the parrot went to the
cages of the other birds and liberated at
least a score of them. This caused con-
sternation among the negroes of the
crew, for parrots kept popping out at
them from dark places and screeching
in their ears when not expected. Finally
all the birds were recaptured.

FOOD PRICES N
~ MOSCON DECLIE

Riga, Latvia, July 27—(Associated
Press by Mail)—Prices of foodstuffs on
the Moscow market are reported steadily
increasing. A pound of rye bread, early
in July, could be had at from 3,600 to
4,000 rubles; beef at from 7,000 to 9,000
rubles; pork from 10,000 to 12,000; bat-
ter from 18,000 to 20,000 rubles and
potatoes from 4,600 to 2,800 rubles a
pound. while eggs are sold at 1,000 to
1,2000 rubles and cucumbers, one of the
most popular articles of diet, at 1,000 to
1,600 rubles each. .

The average wage paid in factories and
to government employe, in addition to
rations supplied by the state, was about
10,000 to 15,000 rubles a month.

The Moscow rations for the week, as
reported by the official Pravda, were, for
workmen of the preferred classes, three
pounds of black bread, some herrings and
small quantities of other essentials for
a period of five days. Less favored
citizens were allotted omne pound of
bread for five days and no herrings.
The wages allowed in addition to these
rations would not buy a pound of butter.

The B#lshevik government, in fixing
international telegraph tolls, considered
20,000 rubles as equal to one dollar.
