In the previous one, at Ath-
ens in 1896 Con. Leahy, of Ireland, won
with only 5 feet 9 7-8 inches.. In 1904
at St. Louis Sam Jones was first with 5
feet 11 inches.

Hugh Baxter did 6 feet 2 4-5 inches at
Paris in 1900 and Ellery Clark of Boston,
won with 5 feet 11 1-4 inches at Athens,
in 1896. Horine’'s best is more than 5 in-
ches better than the most proficient of any
previous Olympic victor.

(Summerside Pioneer.)

Pending the preparation of the meat
inspection bye law the town council has
engaged Dr. A. A. Black as inspector, and
has ordered that alt animals whose meat is
mtended for consumption in Summerside
shall be inspected before being slaughter-
ed; also that no meats other than that of
animals so inspected shall be sold in Suh-
nmerside. This is a forward move and will
meet wilh general approval.

It is to be regretted that the act has
been so long in preparation, but the
town council has taken the right step in
enforcing the provisions of the act, even
before it has been formally completed. The
citizens have waited lopg for this move
towards safeguarding the public health,
and recent revelations, to which reference
has already been made, have clearly shown
the need of such a move. Summerside is
the only town in the province that has
such a regulation. i

The danger ‘of using diseased meat or
the milk from diseased cows is now uni-
versally recognized and ‘all who value their
health or that of thélr families will insist
on having an authoritative guarantee that

that in the very near future the rest of
the province will take’similar precautions.
When it does we shall have taken the first
real step in the fight against the great
white plague. s

" DISPLAY LACK
OF ENDURANCE?

(Boston American.)

East Las Vegas,  N. M., June 25—Jim
Flyno leads in the first round. Referee
Dr. Shaw, official medical examiner, says
Flynn has a slight shade in the opening
examination.

Shaw gives out the disquieting informa-
tion in the case of Jack Johnson that
there is ground for fear he may show a
lack of endurance in the big battle of July
4 because of the chest expansion he showed
during the examination.

Jack was able to drag onmly enough air
into liis lungs under the eye of the doctor
to show an expansion of two and one-
quarter inches. Flynn showed two and
one-half with ease. From Johnson’s de-
flated chest to the full expansion there
was but three and one-half inches. From
Tlynn’s deflated chest to his full expansion
there was a difference.of four and one-
balf inches. Otherwise they are about as
grand a pair of specimens of physical per-
fection as it would be possible to find any-
where.

Dr. Shaw gave out a complete state-
ment, but in the case of Johnson he tem-
pered it a bit about the chest expansion.

The doctor stated that it was farthest
from his thoughts to pose in the light of
an alarmist, therefore he did not care to
go too strong in the case of Johnson’s
lungs.

He contented himself merely with the
statement that went like this: “Johuson’s
chest expansion is not up to standard and
would lead one to fear that there might
be a lack of endurance there in this atti-

tude.” ; ,
Pretty strong that, even in those few
cold-blooded, dispassionate words.

Dr. Shaw is the leading physician and
surgeon of this section of the country. He
acted at the request of the local club in
cxamining the men. He selected a time
when each of them had finished the day’s
labor.
