Canadian Shareholders,

It is mot believed here that Mr.
Steel’s death will affect the status of
Canadian shareholders. The question
of the disposition of the Canadian as-
sets did not rest with Bteel, but with
the recently appointed receivers.

Steel was born in ‘Middletown, Pa.,
in 1878, He was employed by a chain
store corporatien in 1918, when he con-
ceived the ideas of branching out for
himself. ,

Spectacular Rise. i

disposed of more than $20,000,000 in
L. R, Steel, Incorporated, and its vari-
ous subsidaries.

'stock sales, the L, R, Steel Realty De-
velopment, handling all leases and real
estate owned by the various branches
and other interlocking corporations,
both in Canada and the United States.

He gave the House an exhustive re-
view of Canadian constitutional ~his-
tory and claimed that Canada’s position
was unique. ! \

Practically all other countries of the
world had elective senators if they had
senates at all, he said.

Hon. W. S. Fielding. made a counter
suggestion that Senators be appointed
half by the Federal Government and
half by the Provincial Governments,
that they hold office for ten years, and
be eligible for another ten years, and
to be retired at eighty.
