SENATOR BOULTON’S PLAN.
How Closer Commercial Relations with
Britain Can Be Secured.
Ottawa, March 14.—There was an in-
teresting debate in the senate last night
on the motion of Senator Boulton tothe
effect that the national prosperity of
Canada’ was net being maintained un-
der protection, and that a closer union
of the British empire  could be more
successfully effected by the adoption of
ihe present commercial policy "of the
1 Uniteéd Kingdom as a basis, insuring
greater prosperity to its component
parts, greater freedom of action and
greater power for good in its inherent
strength than by the impesition of any
form of a protective tariff uporr the ne-
cessities of life. He spoke at great
length to his motion, arguing in reply
to Sir Charles Tupper's address before
the Board of Trade of Montreal that
preferential trade within the empire
meant freedom .of trade in its' compon-
ent parts with a protection tax against
the rest of the world and that such a
tax' involved the necessity for represen-
tation in the imperial parliament, be-
cause taxation . without representation
was a fatal defect in national life. He
