Two years ago a joint legislative
Committe, composed of members of
both political parties in Nova Scotia,
drew an address to theDominionGov-
ernment on the subject of the financial
position of that province in the
union. It was adopted unanimously
by both houses and
Ottawa where it lay neglected until

forwarded to

a few days ago, when an answer

was returned. The answer was, as

stuted by governor Richey in opening
the legislature last Thursday, “un-
favourable to the province.” This
answer has intensified the repeal feel-
ing in Nova Scotia,especially when it
is considered in connection with the
course of the Ottawa government in
blocking the negotiations for the
amalgamation of the Windsor and
Annapolis and Western Counties
Railways, involving the construction
of the link between Digby and An-
napolis. The Chronicle puts the
issue squavely when it says,—

The announcement of the failure of
our application for better terms is by
far the most important matter contain-
ed in the local speech. Quietly though
1t is made, that announcement calls tor
a most important change of sume sort
in Noya Scotian politics. The province
cannot live upun its present income. It
makes ends nmeet at present by the most
pincuing and grinding economy. It
cannot long continue to do se.  Our
revenue, with the exception of that
from the mines, is a fixed one, while
our wants and absolute needs increase.
Better terms, that 1s an increase in our
suhsidy,isrefused us. Oaly two alterna-
vives are open to us—direct taxation or
repeal with the resumption of our own
customs and excise duties. Direci
taxation our people have no mind for.
[tis the best method of taxation no
doubt. But we decline to tax our-
selves directly at the same time that
the Dominion parliament is grinding us
to the earth by i's burden of direct
taxation. They take every penny we
have to spare to build useless railways
and make the fortunes of millionaires
ten-fold greater, and to scatter corrup-
tion broadcast over the country. Why
should we make a further drain upon
our resources when we know that what
we already pay to Ottawa would more,
far more, shan satisfy all that Ottawa
now pays out for usand supply our
own needs as well.  Last year’s repeal
resolution was hung up pending this
application for better terms. Now that
the application has been refused the
country is fuce to face with repeal
once more, with the sentiment grown
stronger by bitter experience in the
twelve months. The Toronto Mail, in
the height of its phrenzy over the Riel
question, was only the other day
threateniag to ‘‘smash confederation”
if it did not have its own way. Well,
in that part of its programme at least it
will tind plenty of allies in Nova Scotia
to-day.

The Chronicle may also say that
if the question of repeal were put to
the people of New Brunswick to-day,
there would be an overwhelming vote
in favour of it. Confederation has
been rendered hateful to the people
by the misrule of the very men who
urged it upon them, and have broken
nearly every pledge they yave at the

Un-
der the regulations only thirty lbs, ot
baguageisallowed to each passenger,
any weight above that being charged
at three cents per Ib, which, in most
¢ises, forces the commercinl men to em-
ploy special boats. That, of course,
just suits the Government's employees,
whose pay is the same whether their
are lightly heavily-laden.
The other day some TIsland parliamen-
tarians had to cross the Straits and
their experiences heve been related to
the Moutreal Herald, the result being
the following sensible article,—

“Ry the terms of Confederation the
Dominion Government is bound to pro-
vide the people of Prince Edward Island
with “‘efficient steamm service, summer
and winter, forthe conveyance of mails
and passengers 8o as to place the Island in
continuous communication with the In-
tercolonial Railway and with the Cana-
dian system of railways.” During the
summer, autumn and ecarly winter this
condition is fairly well eomplied with,
but for two months or so in mid-winter
the only means of communication between
the Is'and Province und the mainland
are emall boats on runners, not propelled
by steam, but with much toil and dauger
hauled and rowed acroes the ice-covered
strait by man power. The point of cross-
ing is from Cape Traverse in P, E. Island
to Cape Tormentine in New Brunswick,
No.improvement was made in this slow,
difficult and irregular mode of transit
until this winter, when the Dominion
Government organized a corps of voy-
ageurs, placing it uvder the command of
Capt. McElhinney, and built two boat
sheds. This was not done until after re.
peated complaints and protests had been
made by the Islanders of all classes and
all parties, and after a mishap had oc-
curred which was very nearly endingin a
dreadful tragedy. ' But the change is
merely one of organizntion, No change
has heen made in the kind of boats used
or in their motive power. The service is
not of “‘steam,” it is not ‘‘efficient”, and
it depends altogether upon the weather
whether it is continuous or not. It was
hoped, however, that the change was an
improvement and that since the service
was taker out of private hands, the public
would havea greater amount of accom-
modation aud on more moderate terms,
This is what Senators Haythorne, Care
vell and Montgomery, Mr. L. H. Davies,
M, P+, and other, public men of Prince
Edward Island, hoped and expected when
they undertook to make the crossing on
theirway to Ottawa to attend Parlia-
ment within the past few days. Under
the old regime the passenger fare was
two dollars and the passenger was allowed
to take a rcasonable amount of luggage
without further charge. (The distance
is nine miles.) If extra accommodation
was required it was afforded on very rea-
sonable terms. The gentlemen expected
that the Government would be at least as
reasonable in its charges as were the old
contractors. But when they reached the
boat house they found they were laboi=
ing under & pleasing delusion. The Gov-
ernment’s terms had not been advertieed,
but on enquiring of Captain McElhinney
as to his charge they were asked whether
they intended ‘‘taking a strap’’ or wanted
to be carried. ‘‘Taking a strap” means
yoking yourself to the boat and helping
to drag the mails and luggage to the other
side. For this privilege the Government
charges two dollars and a half, and if the
passenger elected to remain in the boat
he was to pay five dollars. more, The
charge under the contractors was two
dollars, and something additional if the
passenger did not choose te walk. In
addition to these increased charges, the
Parliamentarians were told that they
conld take thirty pounds of lnggage each,
and for every pound over that weight they
wern required to pay three cents. This
would make the passage of each of the
travelers across the Straits between ten
and ffteen dollars for the nine miles,
But this was not all. Before the travel-
lers were allowed to enter the boats they
were required to sign a document, declar-
ing that they would not hold the Govern-
ment of Canada responeible if any of their
luggage were thown overboard. When the
travellers heard what these extortionate
charges and vnreasonable demauds were
they were very indignant, and gave ex.
pression to their anger in "very forcible
language. Senator Haythorne, who had
crogsed the stiait every year since the
island joined the Dominion, and who
knew exactly the nature and extent of the
charges that had been made, then and
there entered a formal protest against
the imposition attempted on those whose
Yusiness compelled them to cross the
strait in the winter, and against the way
in which the Government was fulfil'ing
its_treaty obligations to the people of
Prince Eilward Island, He said that he
would not fail, his place in the
Senate, to protest against the bad faith of
the Dominion in this matter of winter
communication. Mr, Haythorne as well as
some of the other travellers refused to
take passnge in the Government boats and
crossed the Straitsm those of the opposi-
tion line for $2 each. Senator Haythorne
says he does not complain of the Govern-
ment s overcharges so much for himself as
on account of travellers generally, many of
whom must find the increased rate a very
rerjous addition to their travelling ex-
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“It is on account of the failure of the
Dominion to fulul the terms of confedera-
tion with respect to winter accommodation
that the Leader of the Island Government

Nr Yark and His Horo.

Whatever Mr. Pnrk'a shortcomings
as a public man may be, there is no
reason to question his party identity.
He proclaims it whenever there is op=
portunity. He cannot help it, for he
seems to have become so thoroughly in
love with an idea that its msnifesta-
tivn is his greatest awbition. All the
tories, big and little, have sume other
tory us the specinl object of their de-
voted fealty, and th s idea—which has
lust its charu to most people siuce the
heroic age, but seems to have becowe
a leading tory attribute, is the one on
which Mr. Park is especially “mashed”
and his hero is Mr. Adams. When
that gentleman first marked him for
his own and took him round the couu-
tey as his ‘little friend, Park”, the
latter forgot his superiority in the wmat-
ter of avoirdupois and manifested  his
sutisfuction over being thus patronized
ludeed, to be thought similar to  Mr.
Aduws in any . way, to show that he is
his adwiring fides achates, and is ready
even to take u back seat in order that
his hero may go to the frout, gives
Mr. Park as inexpressible satisfaction
as it, nodoubt, does Mr. Adums to
have such an armor-bearer. ‘*‘I, too,
belong to Douglastown” was among
the first evidences Mr, Park gave of
his desire to establish his siwilarity to
Mr. Adams, for when he heard the
wmultitude in  that town shouting for
lus hero as a ‘‘Douglastown boy” he
feltapride that in this,at least, he
could cry “‘metoo! me too!! Four
years of this kind of thing are drawing
to a close and the worshipper tires not
of his hero, for the other day, atter Mr.
Adams had made a long and rambling
harangue in the legislature against the
Government—to which no one thought
it worth while to reply, and which was
followed by a vote of twenty-cight to
eight in the Government's favor—Mr.
Park rose with the expression of one
who had been versonally offended and
complained, acoording to the ofticial
report, ‘‘thatthe Government had not
thought it necessary to reply to his
colleague; particularly as they had so
much speaking ability on their side
of the house.” Of course, while Mr.
Park listencd in rapt attention to Mr.
Adams’ stump oratory and was con-
vinced that the Government must go
down before it like the Assyrians be-
fore the destroying angel, it did not
oceur to hiin that the representatives
of the whole Province might not be
so profoundly impressed. He saw his
duty, as he understood it, however,
and if his hero-worship appeared to
approach the ridioulous, he should not
go without a certain degree of com-
mendation for he was sincere in of-
feringit. It is this ear-mark of tory-
ism on Mr. Adams’ following in the
legislature that gives him a prominence
above even the Charlotte county lead-
er on the same side, and whose oratory
is of a more subdued order than that
of Mr. Park’s hero.* Mr. McAdam
has no follower. Mr. Adams hasone.
Nearly all the other opposition wen
are leaders and as they generally lead
in different directions, they have to
come back to the man with the fol-
lower, for when they are lonely they
can always rely on there being three
of them when they join Mr Adaws.
It is, no doubt, this idea of unity under
an overshadowing mgis—the thought
of having two others with him to shave
the extasies of hero-worship—that has
led Mr. Park to help in providing
the proposed ¢sticket”, to which Mr.
Burchill referred as composed of ‘‘cer-
tain Miramichi lawyers who formed
themselves into a kind of salvation
army,” but whether they will all serve
their leader as’ faithfully as Mr. Park
has done and, without flinching,
marck to the defeat that surely awaits
two, if not three of them, rematns to be
proved. The old School bill ticket of
74 though successful, didn’t hold to-
gether very long; When Messrs, Adams
and Gillespis in '78 were elected in vp-
position to thggYonng-Fraser Govern:
ment, Mr. Adams left Mr. Gillespie
and joined the enemy; in '82 Mu.
Adams’  hastily-arranged  alliances
melted before the popular condem-
nation of the Government that had be-
come vitiated by the unrighteous acces.

enters the field with Messrs. Gillespie
and Burchill, Mr. Adams may find
himself as lonely in the next legislature
as Macauley’s New Zealander on Lon.

Whatever may be the
fate of Mr. Park in the next election,
however, it will doubtless make
aifference in his loyalty to the object
of his political adoration, and Mr.
Adums will do well to take good care
of him. Few followers or friends
prove themselves 8o entirely faithful.
