land ; the country was threatened with 
deep and wide-spread distress and the 
time was ripe for starting a new move­
ment for reform of the relations between 
tandloid and tenant. A meeting had 
been held in Irishtown, County Mayo, in 
the previous April, but it was not till 
June that Mr. Parnell formally joined 
the ne v land movement. It was on this 
occasion that he uttered a* the keynote of 
the coming strugg'e, the words, “Keep a 
firm grip of your ho.uestoaf a.” On the 
October following, the “Irish National 
Land L ague’ was founded, and Mr. Par­
nell was elected the first pre ident. The 
objects of the new organization were de­
clared to be first, “to bring about a re­
duction of rackreuts,” secondly, to facili­
tate the obtaining of the ownership of 
the soil by the occupiers.” In December 
of the same year he sailed for America, 
in order to raise funds for the relief of the 
distress and for starting the new organi­
zation ; lectured in a large number of 
to vns, before several State Legiablures, 
and finally before the House of Represen­
tatives at Washington. The honor of 
addressing the last assembly had previous­
ly been conferred upon but three pei sons, 
—Lafayette, Bishop E gland, of Charles­
ton, and Kossuth.

Meantime, Parliament was dissolved. 
Mr. Parnell hurried home, to.uk an ache 
part in the general election, and was him­
self elected for three c mstituencie?,— 
Meath, Mayo and Cork city ; he selected 
the last named constituency. At the 
meeting of the new Irish patty after the 
election, he was chosen leader of the 
Irish party,instead of Mr. Shaw, who had 
succeeded Mr. Butt. Immediately after 
the meeting of the new Parliament, Mr. 
Parnell called for the in‘reduction of a 
measure to deal with the Irish laud ques­
tion, and shortly after the Government 
brought in th> Disturbance Bill, which, 
having been passed by the House of Com­
mons was afterwards rejected by the 
House of Lords. In the autumn of 188)

the hours of The Dominion newspapers that are 

constantly bewailing the iniquities of 
the times, the poverty of the country, 
the sins of the politicians and the fact 
that the population is not increasing at 
the accustomed rate, should pause to 
consider whether they are making the 
best use of their circulation and influ­
ence. If we are more iniquitous than 
other peoples—which we do not 
believe—the nstural effect of the fact 
upon those of us who are not as wicked 
as the average, will be either to become 
so as soon as possible, or go to a coun­
try where righteousness is more ap­
preciated. If we believe our country 
is a poor cne—which is not true— 
the effect will be a desire to leave it 
and go to a better. If we gauge 
all of our politicians by our few rascals, 
who have been detected and exposed, 
we shall lose faith in our government 
and seek a country where we may 
think they have a better one.

The papers referred to having, for 
years, been engaged in emphasising and 
magnifying our political and com­
mercial evils and minimizing and con­
cealing our political and commercial 
advantages, it is not to be wondered at 
that they have succeeded in promoting 
emigration from the country and en­
couraging the very things of which 
they complain. For this reason they 
should change their tactics, be more 
loyal to the country and endeavor to 
demonstrate that they are not its 
enemies.

It is true,that certain of our public 
men have been found dishonest and iin- 

‘Taunthi, - of further public confidence, 
but it must not be forgotten that their 
exposure and punishment have been 
brought about mainly by the efforts of 
those who, because of party association 
must suffer with them ; and that there 
has been manifested a sufficient 
sense of paity self-respect and regard 
for the honor of our public institutions, 
to punish,regardless of party affiliations 
and at the risk of party dissolution.

Those who are not engaged in the 
hypocritical occupation of demanding 
in others a Spartan virtue to which 
they themselves can never attain, 
either in their personal or political 
relationships, are reasonably satisfied 
with the manner in which the honor of 
the country and its public men has 
been and is being vindicated ; and 
while it is the duty of our public jour­
nals to state the facts and enforce the 
legitimate lessons to be drawn from 
them, it is to be regretted that so many 
of them seem to have become chronic 
scolds in all matters in which the good 
name and interests of Canada are in­
volved. Public men have gone wrong 
in all . countries in all times, and we 

“cannot expCcfTO be more fortunate 
than others in this respect.

It must not be forgotten, also, that 
the wrong-doing by which the whole 
Dominion has been humiliated is, after 
all, due, almost entirely, to the cor­
ruption of but one province out of the 
seven—a province which is distinct 
from all the others in many important 
features—and let us hope that the 
dishonest methods devised by some of 
its leading men of both parties for 
maintaining themselves in power, will 
remain as peculiar to that province as 
are cel tain ' things in which it seems 
to be the chief care of its people that 
they shall differ from the other mem­
bers of the confederacy. If Quebec 
cannot maintain its prestige in the 
councils and parliament of the country 
without resort to the questionable 
methods, the exposure of which has 
driven the Dominion Minister of Pub­
lic Work?: from his office and threatens 
to drive its local premier into an even 
more unenviable retirement, it may 
have the good effect of causing its lead­
ers to ask themselves whether there 
is not something wrong in the 
ditions upon which its political organi­
zations depend for their inspiration as 
well as their vitality ? In that case, 
good will finally come out of present 
difficulties, and they will be the means 
of teaching our Quebec brethren, who 
now place the nationale idea above all 
other sentiments, interests and duties, 
that assimilation with the aspirations 
and institutions of the country, on 
their part, will render them less liable 
to become the reproach that some of 
their national idols now are to the 
Dominion.

Let us all realise that while we ex­
pose, condemn and punish wrong-doing 
in the country, wherever it may be dis­
covered, in order that public virtue 
may have its due value, the men or 
journals who proclaim that our poli 
ticians arc more corrupt than those of 
other countries, are slandering Canada 

-and acting the part of its worst ene­
mies. In the same manner, those who 
employ themselves in the disloyal oc­
cupation of publishing to the world 
that Canada is impoverished and fit 
only for her own people to leave and 
those of other lands to avoid, are 
equally dangerous and contemptible. 
Misrepresentations of this class have 
their origin and inspiration in the un­
healthy patty ism which is also the 
genesis of all the public scandals we 
have had ; and the men or party organs 
which fail to realise that our little 
tariff differences and difficulties, dis­
coveries of fraud, struggles for party 
pre-eminence, etc., are but the usual 
and natural pulsations of a yet un­
developed national life of most brilliant 
promise, are much too narrow for the 
times, and should be considered not 
only useless, but impeding elements in 
the working out of our national des­
tiny.

portant business was the case of Baird vs the 
presbytery of Miratnichi.

Rev. Neil McKay, clerk of that presby­
tery was the first speaker. He expressed 
his regret that the discussion before the 
synod was allowed last night to travel int^ 
the merits of the case. First, he woujj 
deal with the matter of constitutional right 
in the question. It ha і been stated that 
the Presbytery, having accepted Mr. Baird’s 
resignation, there was no room for bringing 
up previous matters. He repudiated this 
contention, as not being constitutional. A 
Presbytery could accept a pastor's resigna­
tion without granting him a cert ficate. The 
Presbytery had made no chargee, "Mr 
Sedgwick shakes his head, but” said Mn 
McKay, the Presbytery made the chargee 
but there was nothing in them, (laughter.)
He went on to say that the Presbytery MR 
made no charges. What did the Presbytery 
do? Did they say that he was unveracions!
No, they did not make any charge. They ,v 
did not wish to make a charge, 
bytery bad accepted his resignation, pro­
ceeding in the matter because sotr e of them 
thought that things were not square.

Alexander A VERY RACY DEBATE. MR. BAIRD’S REVIVAL 
METHODS MADE TUB HAIR OF HIS CONGRE­
GATION STAND ON END LIKE QUILLS ON THE 
BACK OF A PORCUPINE.

[Halifax Herald of 6th lost (Synod Report).] 
Rev. E. Smith real a communication 

from Rev. Isaac Baird complaining of un­
fair and discourteous treatment on tbw»*?sfS ~ 
of the Presbytery of Miramichi in not al­
lowing him to have certain papers to which 
he claimed to be entitled, as affecting his 
standing in the church.

Rev. Neil McKay, cleik of the Miramichi 
presbytery, offered some objections to the 
statements contained in the letter and Rev. 
Thomas Sedgwick thought the anbj ct could 
not be proceeded with in the absence of the 
papers bearing upon the c^se, which had not 
been submitted to the syno 1.

O.i motion it was agreed that Rev. Mr. 
Baird, who was present, be allowed to make

\STATEMENT OF HIS GRIEVANCE.
He took the platform, speaking at some 
length. He stated in substance that in 1887 
he had been formally inducted as a minister 
in good standing over the congregatitn of 
New Mills£ within the";jurisdiction of the 
presbytery of Miramichi. In March of the 
following year he had tendered his resigna­
tion of the charge. In July certain charges 
preferred against him had been declared in a 
repoit of the Presbytery to he "frivolons 
and vvx itious.” He had challenged there 
and then that his resignation be not ac­
cepted until there had been the fuVeac in­
vestigation into the matter, ar.d he could 
get clearance papers which would subitan- 
tiate the honorableness of his record. His 
resignation was accepted and unt'l September 
30th he heard nothing more of the charges, 
when he received a formal letter from the 
clerk of Presbytery, which contained serious 
reflections upon his voracity. His surprise 
was great and unbounded. The law in re­
spect to snob matters, if he had offend id, 
was to be found in a book which should be 
the highest authority for the church. Instead 
of coming before him as a brother and asking 
him for an exp’anation, a formal indictment 
had been sprung upon him. He complained 
that the papers had been withheld from 
him. The presbytery had challenged him 
with a formidable array of questions now, 
after having acc pted his resignation some 
time ago. He referred to the appeal to the 
committee of synod, asking that thy foil 
matters in dispute be submitted to this 
court, and complained of most unfair treat­
ment by that committee, which in reply to 
hie urgent appeal had named Tuesday as the 
day when it might come up, they we 1 know­
ing that the court coull be through its 
labors before that day, or not in a position 
to give its full and satisfactory consideration.

Rev. Neil McKay, clerk of Miramichi 
presbytery, remarked that Mr. Baird had 
spoken from the standpoint of his feelings, 
which, he said formed a poor basis for an 
argument before a judicial tribunal.

Rev. Mr. Sedgwick said that thi com­
plaint of Mr. Baird covered the merits of 
the case, which could not be intelligently 
discussed by the court in the аЬззпсе of the 
papers.

Rev. E. Smith thought the point was that 
on last Friday the presbytery had refused to 
transmit his appeal to the synod.

Rev. N. McKay reniaiked that the trouble 
was that Mr. Baird had been impertinent 
to the committee and attempted to bulldoze 
the presbytery. (Sensation.)

Rev. Mr. Baird said that he had been met 
by the presbytery in a hostile spirit. He 
was informed by it that he was only there on 
sufferance, and that he had no right to say 
anything before it until he had answered 
categorical questions coached in an off ms ve 
manner as aflecting his veracity.

Rev. N. McKay said that Mr. Build's 
statement was devoid of truth.

in respect to chnrch work, such as holding 
prayer meetings, bible classes, etc., in cer­
tain places in the congregation over which 
he had been placed and subsequently re­
signed, and that when he recently appeared 
before the presbytery he had expressed 
astonishment that charges of this kind had 
been made against them, though he had re­
ceived notice of the same from the cleik of 
the presbytery some time ago, the receipt of 
which lie had himself acknowledged.

Mr. Baird entered into s fall defence of 
hie conduct. He denied the accuracy of the 
charges as to failure to look after the inter­
ests of the congregation. He bad conducted 
prayer meetings in the places where it was 
alleged that he had not. The charges had 
never been officially brought before his 
notice. The clerk of the presbytery had 
informed him some time ago that he had had 
presented to him in a shape which did not 
permit them being brought before the ses­
sion, certain chargee, and asked his advice 
what to do. He had replied that

Mr. Baird came down here to Nova Scotia 
and got among the brethren, and, і osteal of 
going to the members of Presbytery in a 
brotherly way and making explanations, ha 

vised to take the ourse which ha had 
pursued and had brought the matter before 
synod. (Cries of "no, no”) He went on to 
say that if Mr. Baird had gone before the 
Presbytery and made the statements an l 
explanations which he had made in the 
synod on Monday night the Presbytery 
would have been satisfied. Mr. McKay 
then proceeded to give a statement of the 
character of the people who compose the 
congregation of New Mills. They were men 
of strong intellect but comparatively limited 
culture. They were Scotchmen whose native 
language was Gaelic. They could not 
understand English thoroughly, and Mr. 
Baird’s predecessor had been accustomed to 
preach to them in Gaelic and to uphold the 
old traditions of the Sottish church. Mr. 
Baird introduced new metools and 
them to understand that he intended to 
stick to them, 
endeavor sociét és and hel l prayer meetings 
at which girls and lads assisted. This was 
distasteful to those old Highlanders who 
thought it was wrong for a woman to speak 
in church. Mr. Baird’s méthode made the 
hairs on the h?ads of these men stand up 
like quills upon the back of a porcupine. 
Mr. McKay went on to point out the steps 
that had beea taken by the Presbytery to 
solve the difficulty and pioducc harmony. 
He alleged that Mr. Baird had prom is sd tho 
Presbytery to have the old system of prayer 
meetings revived, aud this ho had failed to 
do. Instead of this he established a Chris­
tian Endeavor society. When Mr. Baird’s 
application for resignation was before tho 
Presbytery tho charge was openly made by 
some of his elders that he had never held 
congregational prayer meetings in his charge.

Parnell, was bo'n in 1845, at Aton'aV, 
Co. Wicklow. lie was descended from 
an old English family that passed ovor 
frorn Congleton, Chesbiio, to Ireland, and 
many of his ancestois have plaj’ed pro.n- 
i.ient parts in hit-t >ry. Thomas Parnell, 
the poet, was ot 0 of the family. Mr. 
Parnell’s great grand-father, Sir John 
Parnell, held for many years the office of 
Chancellor of the Exchequer in the Irish 
Parliament, ■'and resigned rather tl.a 1 
vote for the Act of Union; and Sir Henry 
Parnell, Sir John's son, after many years’ 
service in the House of Commons, was 
raised to the peerage as L -rd Cong’eton, 
in 1841. Mr. Parnell’s mother iai a 
daughter of Admiral Chailes Stewart a 
celebrated American naval officer. Mr. 
Parnell was educated at various private 
schools in England, and aflerwards went 
to Magdalen College, Cambridge. After 
a tour of some duration in tho United 
States, he returned to ltia home in Wick­
low, and waa High Sheriff of the county 
in 1874. Ho made his first attempt to 
enter public life in the same year, con­
testing the County of Dublin with the 
late Colonel Taylor, on the latter accept­
ing office as Chancellor of the Duchy 
of Lancaster in the second administration 
of Lord Baaconsfifcld. He was defeated 
by an overwhelming majority, but in the 
following year (1875) he was returned for 
the County of Meath, іл succession to the 
late Mr. John Martin.

Ü The freedom of the city had been voted 
to Mr. Parnell during hie imprisonment 
by Dublin and other places, and < n June 
3,1882, he and Mr. Dillon attended in 
the City Hall, Dublin, to receive the 
honor. In the session of 1882 ho took an 
active part in procuring the passing of the 
Arrears Act and of the Tvam vays and 
Laborers Acts in the session of 1883. 
A national subscription to Mr. Parnell 
was started in the spring of 1883, and a 
sum of £35,000 is said to have been raised 
among the Irish at home and in America, 
and presented to him. Lie still, how­
ever, retained his popularity and his 
power. The Lind L?aguo was revived 
under the name of the National League, 
and Mr. Parut 11 took his place at its 
head. He inspired all the policy of the 
Iriih Parliamentary party during tbe ses­
sion of 1884 and 1885; and on the dis­
solution, when the Irish people first voted 
on a general household suffrage, he nom­
inated every Nationalist candidate, and 
came back to Westminster with 85 follow­
ers. It waa to meet this new situation 
that Mr. Gladstone proposed home rule, 
in which, of c-»urse, he was supported by 
Mr. Parnell and the whole strength of 
his party. After the defeat and the new 
elections, Mr. Parnell proposed a bill to 
suspend evictions and practically to re­
duce rent by one-lulf. Tho bill did not 
pass. The triumph of Mr. Parnell over 
the Piggott coi-spiracy to connect him 
with those who sympathized with the 
Phoenix Park murders, his subsequent 
fall from political po*er as Irish leader 
consequent upon the O’Shea exposure, arc 
events well known to all. Admiia ion for 
his genius as a great parliamentarian and 
natural leader of men is dulled by tho 
recollection of the social offence by which 
he seemed, at one time, to have dealt a 

^atlublow to the Irish cause. Had he 
tlied two years ago, the event would have 
caused universal mourning. Even now, 
it is simply sad, because it is suggestive 
of the idea of an ended life that was once 
pregnant with possibilities of peace and 
progress to a dissatisfied and almost dis­
couraged people, as well as the occup­
ancy of a personal place in the hearts of 
a great people which a sovereign might 
desire but never win. Parnell will al­
ways have a prominent place in the an­
nals of hia time, and r.o lesson of his life 
will be more beneficial to students of his­
tory than -that of the weakness by which 
he forfeited the exalted position as a 
national idol in which his great genius 
had placed him.

nent paît in the proceedings of Parlia­
ment, but during the session of 1876 he 
attracted some attention by engaging in 
one or twt^prolonged and stubborn con­
flicts with the Government. In Febru­
ary, 1877, he made his first appearance as 
a legislator, introducing “The Irish 
Church Act Amendment Bill,” the object 
of which was to facilitate the purchase of 
their holdings by the tenantry of the dis­
established Irish Church ; the bill was 
thrown out by 150 to 110 votes.

The inti oduction of the Prisons Bill, 
by Sir Richard (then Mr.) Cross, gave 
rise to the first real development of the 
principle of what was known as the 
“active” policy to the Irish, ard the 
policy of “obstruction ’ to the English 
people. The various clauses of the mea­
sure were obstinately opposed ; and when 
attempts were made to force the bjll 
through at a late hour, there were repeat­
ed motions for adjournment. A similar 
course was pursued on the Mutiny Bill, 
hostility being chiefly directed against 
the flogging clauses, and scenes of much 
passion and excitement frequently occur­
red. Mr. Courtney, Mr. E. Jenkins, 
and other men were strongly opposed to 
the South Africa Bill, which ^auihurhfrd, 
amon£ other things, the annexation o^he 
Transvaal. Mr. Parnell joined in the 
attack upon the Government, and, oh 
July 31, the House sat for 22 hours, from 
a quarter to four on Tuesday till two in 
the aftérnoon of the following Wednes­
day. Mr. Parnell came into serious col­
lision in the course of this sessi. n, both 
with Sir Stafford Northcote, the then 
leader of the House c f Commons, and 
Mr. Butt, then leader of the Irish party.
Sir Stafford Northcote moved a resolution 
on one occasion for Mr. Parnell’s suspen­
sion, which after varying fortunes, had 
finally to be abandoned, in order to give 
way for some new rules against “obstruc­
tion” generally. Mr. Butt condemned 
the policy of Mr. Parne’l, both by letters 
and speeches,but it scon became apparent 
that the action of tho younger man was 
the more popular among tho Irish people.

In the beginning of 1878, Mr. Patnell 
was elected president, instead of Mr.
Butt, of the Irish organization in Eng­
land, known as the Home Rule Confeder­
ation, and from this time forward Mr.
Butt practically ceased to be the leader of 
the Irish party. The sessions of 1878 and 
1879 were practically a repetition of the 
proceedings of 1877. In 1878, a commit­
tee was appointed to discuss the best 
means for putting down “obstruction,” 
and Mr. Parnell was appointed a mem­
ber, and took an aclive part in examining 
the various witnesses called. The hostil­
ity of Mr. Parnell was chiefly directed in 
these years to the use of the lash ; and, 
finally, in 1879, he succeeded in having it 
abolished.

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The Presbytery of New York has du­
elled by a vote of 64 to 62, after a stormy 
session, that Prof. Charles Briggs of the 
Union Theological Seminary must stand 
his trial for heresy. The indictmeut 
drawn by the Committee of prosecution 
charges Dr. Briggs with teaching* which 
conflict with the doctrine that the Scrip­
tures of the Old and New Testaments are 
the only infallibte rule of faith and prac­
tice. Under this head objection is taken 
to Dr. Briggs’ declarations that there are 
historically three great fountains of Divine 
authority—the Bible, the church and rea­
son—which declaration, in the opinion of 
the prosecutor*,' makes the church and 
reason o.ich an independent and sufficient 
fountain of Divine reason ; that the tem­
peraments and environments of men de­
termine to which of these three fountains 
they may resort ; that Moses is not the 
author of the Pentateuch, and Isaiah not 
tho author of half the book which bears 
his name ; that predictive prophecy has 
been reversed by history, and that much 
of it is not and can never be fulfilled. 
He is charged also with teaching a doc­
trine of the character, state and sanctifi­
cation of believers after death which 
irreconcilably conflicts with and is con­
trary to the Holy Scriptures and the stan­
dards of the Presbyterian Chnrch. The 
charges are based upon the inaugural ad­
dress made by Dr. Briggs on assuming 
the duties of professor in the Union 
Theological Seminary.

Rev. Mr. Aitken defended the action of 
the Presbytery. The statements of Mr. 
Baird involved serious contradictions. Т-» 
have said nothing or done nothing in the 
presence of the charges would have been a 
gross neglect on the part of the Presbytery of 
duty. Mr. Baird had made the allegation 
that the action of the Presbytery had not 
been characterised by a brotherly amt 
Christian spirit. He denied this. It was
