It has been found that 
these goats keep down the small 
growth which in places causes much 
Inconvenience to stock raisers, and de­
molish as well those weeds which g _ 
injurious to sheep and cattle. In Eng­
land the practice still prevails of keep­
ing one goat among a flock of sheep 
for this purpose, and in various parts 
of the United States where the land is 
scrubby many goats are raised.

The Angora goats yield from two 
and a half to six pounds of hair used 
in the making of dress goods and other 
articles, which hair finds a ready mar­
ket at from thirty to fifty cents a 
pound.
