First Meeting of New Board—New Warden
and Standing Commitises Appointed
—The Years Assessments,

AS

The first meeting of the new muni=
cipal council was held TFuesday af-
ternoon in the Court House. There
were present County Becretary Vin-
cent, Councillors 'White, Christie, Mac-
rae, Holder, Tilley, Hamm, McGold-
rick, Lewls, Pickett, Baxter, Vanwart,
Millidge, Fyink, Sproul, €ochran,Con-
nelly, Black, Carson, Adams, Donovan,
Long, Lowell, Hooley, Dean, Carscad-
den and Marshal Coeughlan,

Councillor Macrae as retiring warden
spoke briefly, as did ex-Councillor Lee,

N. M. Cochran was then elected to
the warden’s chair.

Mr. Cochran thanked the council for
the position of warden, and stated his
efforts would always be employed for
the best mterests of the council,

The rhinutes of the previous meeting
were read and confirmed.

The report 6f the committee on fin-
ance and accounts was taken up sec-
tion by section. Assessmenis were re-
commendéll. for the city and several
parishes for contingencies, $16,770.

On motion by Coun. Bullock the
items of this amount were read over
by the secretary. The amount is near-
1y $1000 less than that expended last
year,

Coun., MoGoldrick wanted to know
why the sum had been reduced for the
Jadls,

The secretary said the sheriff had
regomupiended the reductions, and
‘ofily vgahed $8,200 instead of $3,500, as
formerly.

To Coun Baxter—~There wag ho copy
of the gra.nd jury report placed in the
secretary’s hands until after the fin-
ance committee had adjourned. It is
on the table now.

This gectfon was then adopted.

Fér stinshouse and workhouse $17,000.
East year the amount was $15,000, but
this year $2,000 extra wae asked for
general maintenance.

Coun. Christie moved adoption of the
seotion. He sald there had been
an overdraw of $8,000 in this gde-
partmert.

Couh. Baxter wanted to know if the
commissioners of the almshouse could
be forced to change their figures.
Would they be liable if the commis-
glonére overdrew their account ? He
moved- an amendment that $15,000 be
the amount for this year.

Coun. Hamm sedonded the amend-
ment. He wanted to know why for
coach hire there was a bill of $89.37.
‘Were they having picnies and fourth
of July celébrations? He sdid that the
whale commission was run by one man,
Mr. Knodell. The other commissioners
ackKnowledged this.

Coun, Frink said there was waste ac-
cording to some authorities. The audi-
tor said as much.

The auditor, Mr. Magilton, said he
had spoken to Mr., Knodell, but the
latter simply said he had been ap-
pointed commissioner and would say
nothing more. Other charges were
outrigeous, he declared.

The secretary then read an opinion
on the powers of the Almshouse com-
missioners, in which he observed that
the latter must submit to the muni-
cipality an accurate account of the
expenses for the year, and an estimate
for the ensuing year. He could find
nothing giving the Council power to
change the estimates.

Coun. Baxter thought the committee
were personally Hable for any over-
draw. He would change his former re-
solution to $16,600.

Coun. White said he did not think
the Council had the right to refuse the
commissioners’ estimate, but he
thought it was a hardship to the city
that such was the condition. The hos-
pital commission used to be in the
same position. He advocated a major-
ity of the commission being appointed
by the municipality.

The amendment to place the amount
at $16,600 was put and lost. The orig-
inal motion was then carrfed.

GENERAL PUBLIC HOSPITAL,
$25,000.

The mayor said the gift of $10,000 by
Owen Jones should not be expended in
general expeénditure, but should take
the form of some perpetual monument
to his generosity. “Let us not write
his name in the whitewash on the ceil-
ing;” sald the mayor,

The rhayor read an itemized account
of the yearly expenditure. There are
43 paid officials, and for these the sal-
aries amount to $10000. Provisions,
light and power, and dry goods make
fup the largest part of the remainder.
Insurance has to be paid this year and
a hot water system has just been es-
tablished at a cost of $600. A stand-
pipe will be placed in the building,
80 that an abundant supply of water
may be had in case of fire. This will
cost §600; for fire escapes, $250. Again
the government ‘Bubtraoted the ex-
penses of the royal commission from
btheir yearly grant.

The auditor could not remember of
ever saying to Coun. Frink that there
had been wasteful expenditure in the
hospital,

Coun. MeceGoldrick said he thought
the auditor -had sald something to this
effect. He defended the actions of the
hospital commission.

Coun. MecGoldrick denounced the
royal commission, It cost the city and
govertiment $3,000, and its decision was
not worth a ten cent piece. .

The committee on the jail and sup-
plies reported that the findings of the
grand jury were within the truth in
some cases. Card playing had been in-
dulged in, and a youthful prisoner was
placed with older mien. . The committee
reported they had no power to inquire
into supplies. The report was adopt-
ed.

In regard to a yacancy in the board
of hospital commissioners, it was mov-
ed by Coun.

Christie seconded this motion,

The appeintment was then made by
the council.

Two appointments were made on the
Bay Shore police force, the men to
commence duty on May 24, and on Sat-
urdays and Sundays until the middle
of June, when they go on duty per-
manently. Richard Rawlings and
Wm. Amos were the only applicants.

The county secretary tvas placed in
charge of the policemen.

Mr. Coughlan was again appointed
keeper of the dead house.

Coun. Bullock asked if any recom-
mendations of the grand jury were to
be considered.

The secretary said it might be taken
up by the buildings committee,

Coun. Christie said that as no offi-
cial report had been sént in he would
take no notice of it. They only had
a newSpaper report to go by.

The council dropped this and consid-
ered the appointment of parish officers.

DEATH OF REY.
DR. HIGGINS

e

One of the Most Distinguished Men
of Baptist Denomination Passes
Awaye

et

WOLFVILLE, N. S.,, May 9.—One of
the most honored names in the Baptist
denomination was that of Rev. Thos.
A. Higgins, D. D, who passéd away
early on Tuesday morning, May 4th,
at his residence on Main street, Wolf-
viile, at the advanced age of 82.

Through hig connection with the in-
stitutions hers, and his pastoral work
in Wolfville, he was widely known
throughout the maritime provinces and
universally respected and beloved. He
was born in Randon and in his early
youth, through the efforts of theq late
Dr. Crawley, resolved to obtain an
education, He therefore ¢came to Wolf-
ville and amid much dfscouragement
completed his course at Acadia and
took his B. A. degree in 1864, graduat-_;
ing alone. ¥or two years he taught in
Horton Academmy, and. in'1857 was or-
dained pastor of th Idverpoo\ Baptist
Church. This $& filed with
marked ability for t fed years, when
he aoccepted a call to Wolfville to be-
come principal of Horton Academy. In
connection with this was a young
ladies’ school, of which he also had
charge. During this period of thirteen
years he gave himself unreservedly to
his important work. He was a most
diligent and painstaking teacher, and
many of the students who passed from
his -care to Acadia Collége, remember
with gratitude the thorsugh drill they
received in the academy. He résign-
ed this work in 1874 and became pids-
tor of the Baptist Church at Antiapd-
lis. Here he labored faithfully till 3882
when he removed to Wolfvme an&‘
supplied the churches during the clos—
ing years of Dr. De Bloté’s lifse. In
1884 he became pastoy of the Woltvillé
Church, and filled this important pest
11 years, till 1895, when he retired from
active public service, though he has
since done important Hterary work.

Dr. Higgins was for many yeafs
closely identified with'the interests of
Acadia College. He served on the board
of governors and was secretary of that
board during his pastorate here. His
gentleness of disposition, combihed
with sterling integrity and a combin-
ation of Christian graces, gave him
power as a pastor, while his pulpit
work was of rars excéllence, his eer-
mons exhibiting in a marked degree
deep spirituality, fidelity to’ scriptures,
originality of thought, and a literary
finish, that commanded the atténtion
of all intelligent hearers. _

The wife of Dr. Higgins was Eliza,
youngest daughter of the late Dr.
Cramp, and since her decease several
years ago, he haas had’the devoted care
of his adopted daughter, Constance De
Wolfe Higgins. He leaves two broth-
ers, Captain Alexander Higgins of
‘Roland, Manitoba, and James M. Hig-
gins, formerly of Halifax, but now of
Santa Cruz, California. The late Wm.
J. Higging and Proi. D, ¥. Higgine of
this town were also brothers,

The funeral will be'from his late re-
gidence on Thursday afternoon. Thére
will be a memorial service in the Bap-
t'st Church on Sunday morning

TEMPERANCE AND
MORAL REFORM.

Meeting Held in Carmar-
then St. Church.

The Speakers Were Rev. 6. M-

Campbell and Robert Maxwell.

A meeting was held last evening in
the Carmarthen street Methodist
church under the auspices of the Ep-
wdrth League and the Temperance and
Moral Reform Soclety of that church.
The pastor of the chutch, Rév. Thomas
Marshall, presided; and the speakers
were Rev. G. M. Campbell and Robt.
Maxwell, M. P. P, There was a good at-
tendance at the meeting, including a
largé number of young people.

Rev. Mr. Campbell in opening spoke
of the great prosperity of this young
country during recent years, and of
the many thousands she was yearly re-
cdeiving within her borders from all
countries of the world. These foreign-
ers, although their coming ' tenhded
gréatly toward the general advance-
ment of thé country, were bringing
with themn many vices and evil cus-
toms which, if we were not watchful
and active, would take root in our fair
country and destroy its sons and
daughters. Among these evil practices
was Mormonism, which had done so
much harm where it had spread, and
which required the attention of our re-
form1éagues and of our iegislators as
well td prevent its taking root in our
cduntry. The liquor traffic was an-
other of the great questions that had
to.be dealt with. The traffic was be-
yond all doubt the church's greatest
eremy today. Mr. Campbell hoped to
see the day when the church and court
house would be united in one deter-
mined and continuéd attack on this
traffic, which was fast bringing de-
struction upon our country.

Referring to the doctfine of social-
ism as it was taught today, Mr.
. Campbell seid he was not at all in
harmony with it. The socialists.asked
for nothing more or less than the
dividing up of other people's property
in a way that would incrfease their
own wealth. They were never willing
¢0 sacrifice anything themselves for
the sake of carrying out the principles
they taught.

Mr, Maxwell sald he was greatly
pleased by the fact that the press of
this country, which after all was the
greatést educator of the people of to-
day, now made a practice of publishing
what was said and done in these
temperance meetings, as well as
the work of the temperance organiza
tions. In this way the press was
doing a great temperance work. With
the untiring efforts which were being
put forth from the pulpits of today in
this cause, and the valuable assistance
rendered by the press in placing before
the public all the evils which are daily
resulting from intemperance the liquor
traffic must eventually fall.

In closing Mr. Maxwell made a strong
appeal to the boys and girls present to
have thelr names placed on a temper-
ance roll. The signing of a pledge
might save them from many snares.
He remembered having been told on
entering into business here that he
must be soclable and take a glass of
lquor with his friends if he wished his
business to prosper. He refused, how-
ever,'to break his pledge, and he found
himself still doing business and in no
way worse for his having been a total
abstainer. Mr. Maxwell then read an
extract from the St. John Globe of
Monday last giving the general effects
of the use of alcoholic drinks on busi-
ness and public life in different -coun-
tries, and showing the practicability
of the inodern temperance movernent,
This would serve to show the power of
the press for good. It had been copied
by the Globe from a Philadelphia pa-
per, and would doubtless be copied in
a number of other papers, reaching
ultimately thousands of people and do-
ing more good than a great mwany tem-
perance lectures. {
