& EXTENSIVE FIRE IN GRIFFIN

i TOWN,

i On Saturday morning we stopped the

| press to announce that a fire had broken

| out in that part of the town and continued

| burning at the time we wrote.

‘T'he tollowing are the particulars so far
as we have been able to learn.  Itappears
that the fire originated about three o'clocl
in the morning, in a Coffee Roasting es
{ tablishment, Queen strect, not far from

Wellington street; the building itself
I beine of wood as well as the adjoining
houses, the flames .\'Ln'n'ml rapidly, the
wind being from the cast, and betore the
fire engines could Lo brought to the spot,
had communicated 1o the large wooden
building occupied by Mr. M. Wrnow as a
Nuil VFactory, situated on Gabriel and
Prince streets ; thence the fire extended
to and along Wellington street, destroyi
every house between Queen and Naz
reth streets with the exception of two; it
likewise extended along Gabriel street as
far as Nazareth street, leaving but three
or four buildings in the whole space, com-
prising two squares. Most of the houses
on Wellington street were good substan-
tial stone and brick buildings, and the fire
was only arrested in this direction by the
blowing up of one brick house at the cor-
ner of Nazareth street, and another in
that street, which was done by the Royal
Artillery ; after this, the fire companies
with the assistance of the military, were
enabled to turn their undivided attention
to the Southwest side of Nazareth street,
and they succeeded in getting the confla-
gration under at this point.  Among the
buildings destroyed on Wellington street

house adjoining, strange to say, was saved
although much damaged—and a five three
strory cut stone building belonuing to Mr
Craik next to the latter building was con-
sumed.

The total number of dwelling houses
destroyed, many of which were good sub-
stantial stone and brick houses, is thirty-
six ; but we conceive that the total num-
ber of buildings destroyed, including fac-
tories, stores, workshops, stables, &c. must
be considerably above a hundred.
