The story is 
constantly developing new situations. It 
is briefly this, helix Dane, a prosperous 
and successful young sculptor, has a rich, 
beautiful and highly connected wife who is 
no nearer to him 'than the marble of his 
statues. She, as the story develops, proves 
to be in love with a rich young Jew named 
Gabriel Ford, who moves in good Christian 
society, concealing his Jewish birth, but 
among the Jews pretends to be a leader in 
the Jewish national movement. Then be­
sides sundry minor characters there are 
the famous musician A dama Acosta 
and his exquisite daughter Sanpriel, 
a poetess, with whom Felix Dane 
falls triumphantly in love, thereby regene­
rating his Art. The Acostas are “Chil­
dren of tomorrow” and heart and soul in 
the Jewish national movement. The fact 
of his already having a wife makes no 
difference to the adoration which Felix lays 
at Sanpriel’s feet, and which is returned.
But after his wife’s murder their marriage 
by a strong dramatic touch is prevented, 
and their sudden and violent death takes 
the reader ouite unawares. It is wonder­
ful what a short story Mr. Sharp has made 
out of these simple materials. Of course 
it goes without saying that, living the life 
he does in the Society of the most brilliant 
authors and artists of England, the bits of 
literary and artistic life are brilliantly and 
sympathetically done. And the hand of 
the poet is evidenced by two delightful 
songs ascribed to Sanpriel, as well as bv 
the exquisite descriptions scattered through 
the book, and some of the inoralizings put 
into the mouth of the sculptor and the 
poetess.

Mr. Sharp makes the part the Jews play 
in the story the vehicle for introducing or 
reintroducing to the English reader, that 
extraordinary woman Emma Lazarus, the 
greatest of all Jewish poets who have writ­
ten in the Anglo-Saxon tongue. Anyone 
who has ‘been through’ American poetry 
lately, as I have for my Younger American 
Poets, must recognize the justness of Mr.
Sharp’s estimate. 1 have Quoted two of 
the poems he alludes to, “The crowing of 
the red cock” and “The banner of the 
Jew” in my anthology. But the book is 
addressed rather to the American audience, 
as the rebuke administered to the Critical 
Review (O thinly veiled) and the conver­
sations about the Rubaiyat, so familiar to 
American readers from the beautiful edit­
ions of Houghton, Mifflin & Co., testify.

The OBJECT of thisROB ROY'8 SWORD.

The Claymore of the Famous Highland 
Chief on View In Brooklyn.

On one of the tables in the library of the 
Long Island Historical Society’s building 
in Brooklyn there lies an object that is 

than ordinarily interesting. It is a 
sword bearing the marks of time, as well it 
may, for it is more than two centuries old. 
None but a strong man could wield it.
Its original owner was a strong man, if 
what we read of him is true, for the bat­
tered sword in question is none other than 
the claymore of Rob Roy MacGregor, 
whose fame has been perpetuated for all 
time by the genius of Scott.

The wars of the Highlanders were con­
cluded long ago, but looking at this great 
blade one can almost imagine that those 
fierce feuds and battles which Scott has so 
graphically depicted were but things of 
yesterday. Rob Roy’s blade was not 
drawn in the fights of the Highlanders 
alone, for it was swung right sturdily in 
many of the battles over tlie border be­
tween the Cavalieis and the Covenanters.

The famous claymore is about five feet 
long, weighs some fifteen po 
a broad, two-edged blade 
tempered steel. It has a basket hilt of 
strongly wrought brass, so fashioned that 
the weapon could be used with one hand or 
both. This was at one time covered with 
leather, which has been worn away by time 
and hard use. There is a wee piece left, 
however, on which the name “Rob Roy,” 
with the exception of the first letter, may pa 
still be seen. The blade, though much on 
nicked, is as strong as it ever was.—N. Y. 
Mail and Express.
