great sacrifices to build up the rail-
ways of Canada and to equip the Cana-
dian ports.

“In answer to the address the only
reference by Sir Wilfrid to the trade
of Canada which I can find is that if
t‘ha duties are removed the trade of
Canada will flow to the United States
like water through a mill race. 1
am amazed that the premier of Can-
ada should make such a statement,
but I believed he is right. The trade
which now flows through the great
ports of Montreal, Quebec, St John
and Halifax will flow to the United
States like water through a mill race.
And it the trade flows from Canada to
the United States like water from a
mill race I ask you will it ever come
back?' (Applause and cries of “No,
no.")

The Pact Exposed,

“The statement of Sir Wilfrid
Laurier exposes the purport of the
reciprocity pact in such a way that
no man who has the interests of St.
John and Halifax ,and Quebec and
Montreal at heart should support it
The British trade which now passes
through this port will <oon be count-
ed in the hundreds of millions of dol-
lars. The people of St. John have
their own destiny to work out in this
matter. I am very much surprised
it they can come to vote for the mill-
race.

“Don't you see the destiny of St.
John and Halifax as great entreports
through which commerce, yet un-
dreamed of, will flow t and west
and will we part with all that for a
policy which was brought out for
the purpose of hiding others and es-
caping the effects of maladministra
tion? (applause and cries of ‘Never').
“Let Canada make its own tariff
Let no Canadian have it to say that
it is made for him. That was the ex-
perience in South Africa.

A voice—“Go at them, that is where
my wife and children were robbed
of their living."”

The Loyalists.

“Even if the economic advantages
of the agreement were three fold 1
would still be opposed to the pact.
You must have some regard for what
was done by your fathers when their
loyalty led theém to leave their homes
in the United States and come into
a wilderness to commence anew. The
pact would affect our nationality. A
nation Is a partnership of-the dead,
the living and those vet to be born,
and I ask the soms of the loyalists to
be on their guard on the 21st day of
September because the great work
which their fathers have done will be

threatened. The Loyalists acted on
principle, and if they had not so acted
this great country today would not
be under the British flag (cheers and

applause)

“Premier Laurler has sald that we
are casting aspersions on the loyalty
of the people of Canada. That loyal-
ty speaks for itself. It does not need
a certificate from me or from 8ir Wil
frid Laurier. It spoke for itself very
soon after Sir Wilfrid Laurier had
said that not a man or mnot a gun
should be sent to South Africa. No
matter how strong the loyalty of the
peaple of Canada 18 they :nve to face
the responsibility of this‘pact, and the
thoughts ‘which were in the minds of
the people of the United States.”

British Ideals,

Mr. Borden then read quotations
from the speeches of President Taft
and from the editorials in the Hearst
papers showing that the outcome of
reciprocity might very well be an-
nexation to the United States. Contin-
ving he sald: “The ideals of a true
British statesman are co-operation in
trade and defence and reciprocity
within the Empire. Even Mr. Taft has
admitted this and intimated that the
reciprocity agreement would attack
this. 1f the people of Canada adopt
reciprocity after the Taft statement,
they cannot say they have not had
their eyes opened. They have been
warned and 1n consideration of this
treaty they st take in what is in
the other man's mind.

“We have come along the path of
British connection and Taft and Lau-
rier desire that we should leave it
Mr. Taft sald that Canada is
standing “at the parting of the ways.”
The Opposition has tried to do its du-
ty in holding up this agreement un-
til the people of Canada had a volce
on it and that duty is now with you

“You have nominated two men, Dr.
Daniel than whom no more faithful
member ever sat in the house, and Mr.
Powell with whom I was very intimate
during his term in the House, they
will do their duty in this matter and
I am sure that the people of 8t. John
will do the same. When these men
come back as your representatives I
can assure you that they will sit on
the right hand of the Speaker.

In view of the results which have
followed the adoption of reciprocity
treaties between the United States
and smaller countries, i8 it not our
bounden duty to consider seriously
before we rush into this pact—before
we tempt the fate of Porto Rico, Cuba
and Hawali.
Laurier's Silence,

Mr. Borden has polnted out how
the transportation system of Canada
will be affected. He has also told how
the port of St. John would be injur-
d.

Sir Wiltrid Laurier did not have
much to say when he arrived here
about the port of St. John. It was re-
ported that he would make a startling
announcement regarding the nroposed
developments at Courtenay Bay. But
in the Telegraph next morning I was
unable to find that startling announce-
ment. Probabllity that was to be ex-
pected. After Sir Wilfrld had boasted
that reciprocity would cause our pro-
dnets to flow into the United States
\lke & millrace, he could not have the
face to say it would improve the
trade through St. John.

More Promises
Mr. Pugsley, however, made an an-
nouncement. He stat¢d that tenders
had been received for the work at
Courtenay Bay. If I remember right,
he made the same anhouncement in
19008,
Voices—So he did. Slippery Bill
But Mr. Pugsley has gone farther
this time. He even mentioned the
name of the lowest tenderer, and then
he sald the matter would be laid be-
fore his colleagues, and that he hop-
ed they would order that the work be
proceeded with, However, his collea-
gues have not been heard from yet.
One might infer that Mr. Pugsley
has sometimes called for tenders for
public works without the authoriza-
tion of his colleagues,
Now I would like to see great works
built at Courtenay Bay, But 1'd like
to know that there will be business
there for them after they are built
It will be poor policy to spend public
money to provide harbor facilities at
Courtenay Bay, and then have no bus-
iness for them. And if this pact goes
through they will not be utilized if
they are bullt. If trade flows gouth
like & millrace, it cannot come east,
—that {s as plain as anything can be
—and the hopes of the city that it may
become a great winterport will never
be fulfilled.

What About the G. T. P.?

Continuing, the speaker said that
when the G, T. P. entered into an
agreement to operate the eastern div-
isfon of the Transcontinental Rallway
it was the policy of the government
to keep Canadian trade in Canadian
channels. But if the government
changes its policy will not the G. T.
P. have a good excuse for not operat-
ing the eastern section of the Trans-
continental. 1 believe the company
might legally refuse to accept a lease
onl this section of the Transcontinen-
tal, .
The @. T. P. company can bring its
western freight to North Bay, and
then forward it to Portland. I leave
it to your judgment whether if this
pact is adopted there is any liklihood
of the @. T. P. terminals being con-
structed at Courtenay Bay. 8o far
as St. John is concerned the pdct does
not have one redeeming feature.
In conclusion the speaker said he
opposed the pact, because it robbed
us of our fiscal independence, threat-
ened our political independence, and
prevented the unification of the Em-
pire. He was not a prophet, but he
did not believe the people of St. John
would elect candidates who supported
a policy which would prove so disas-
trous.

An American Football.
Canada has at last become the foot-
ball of the politicians of the United
States. We are discussing reciprocity
because of the political necessities of
Mr. Taft, and the Republican party
to their interests.

After the applause which marked
the conclusion of Dr. Danfel's ad-
dress had subsided, the chairman in-
troduced Mr. Powell. He said there
was one significant indication of Mr.
Powell's growing strength, and that
was the amount of scurrilous atten-
tion he was receiving from the morn-
ing Ananias and the evening Saphira.

Mr. Powell's reception afforded
proof of his growing popularity, and
it was several minutes before he
could be heard.

“The ancient spirit is not dead; old
times are breathing here,” he sald.

Dr. Daniel says he is not a prophet,
Mr. Pugsley does indulge in prophecy.
But 1 don’t find his name among the
prophets, though I do that of Daniel.

Mr. Pugsley is a poor prophet,
though a -mighty promiser. He has
been making promises about harbor
developments at St. John for many
years. But how many of his promises
has he fulfilled?

We are told that without Mr. Pugs-
ley there would be no harbor develop-
ments at St. John. But the develop-
ment of St. John as a winter port, is
not the outcome of a bribe to the peo-
ple. It is a product of a great national
policy, for here is the funnel through
which the trade of Canada must pour.

Daniel was the mnext speaker.
The reception given him showed that
he had lost none of his old time popu-
larity.

In opening his address Dr. Daniel
took up various phases of the reci-
procity question and pointed out that
the circumstances under which the
United States abrogated the old reci-
procity treaty showed little friendli-
ness towards Canada.

He then called attention to the fate
of the various countries which had
been unfortunate enough to enter into
with the
United States,

In 1876, he said, the United States
made a reciprocity treaty with Hawaii,

Pugsley Not Indispensable.

Whether Liberals or Conservatives
are returned to power everything
necessary to handle the trade at St.
John will be done. It was whispered
around that the Conservative govern-
ment had never done much for St.
John, But while the Conservatives
were in power they were engaged in
developing means of communication
between the provinces and providing
for the growth of the country. A
progressive and prosperous country,
efficlent means of inter-provincial
trade—these were antecedent condi-
tions to the growth of St. John in
fmportance as a shipping port.

Mr. Pugsley took great credit for
the expenditure on public works. If
such expenditures were right and
necessary why should he take credit
for them? If they were not needed,
he deserved mno credit, for he was
merely wasting the public money.

Under the Old Treaty.

After paying a tribute to the states-
manship of Mr. Borden, the speaker

bed the conditions prevalllog

to $20,000,000 during the first year of
the treaty but dropped back to $12,000,-
000 in 1859, and were $14,000,000 in
1863 and $15,000,000 in 1864, Consider-
ing the increase of population in those
years the increase of exports to the
United States was unimportant.

No Benefit to Fishermen.
Continuing: Mr. Powell discussed

the effect of reciprocity upon the
fishermen. .

Our fishery exportation to the
United States, he said, consisted

chiefly of fresh fish, amounting to
$3,000,000 & year. ‘The United States
must come to us for these fish in any
case. They bought from us last year
$140,000 worth of salmon. The mil-
lionaires of New York and Boston
would have these fish no matter what
the duty was, and they would have
to send to Canada for them. Only
$3,000 worth of salmon were caught
on the American coast last year.
The same conditions governed the
sale of smelts, mackerel and other
fish on the American market. If the
United States abolished the duty on
fish the consumeérs in the United
States would get the benefit, and our
fishermen would gain nothing.
Conserve Our Forests.
Continuing, he said the whole world
was waking up to the value of our
forest tracts. Hitherto we had made
reckless use of our forests. The
United States has been especially
reckless; many of its forest areas
have been depleted; in 10 years it
will be without white pine.
In Canada the provincial govern-
ments were taking steps to conserve
the forest lands, Ontario, Quebec and
New Brunswick had passed acts de-
signed to prohibit the export of pulp
wood from the crown lands. This
policy ‘'would encourage the establish-
ment of paper mills and give employ-
ment to capital and labor in Canada.
Col. McLean's Part.
The speaker remarked that Mr.
Pugsley claimed he had a hand in the
pact. Mr, Pugsley’s part was obvious.
But it looked as if Hughey McLean
had & hand in the pact, The duty on
peanuts was reduced.
In conclusion Mr. Powell declared
that the great demonstration of the
evening was another evidence of the
wave of enthusiasm that was sweep-
ing over the country-—a wave that
would carry Mr. Borden and his sup-
porters to victory.
A storm of applause testified to the
audience’s concurrence in this view,
and amid ringing cheers for Borden,
Powell and Daniel, the meeting broke
up.

THE OVERFLOW MEETING.

Stirring Addresses by Candidates and
Others—Groans For Pugsley.

Although the attendance in the in«
terior of the rink was immense, fully
three thousand people stood outside,
lining the doorsteps in the vicinity,
climbing on the elevation by the
Queen Square church, and on every
available eminence. Neither the fati.
gue, nor the jostling which necessar-
ily is found with such a great gather-
iny could curb the enthusiasm or the
interest in the addresses.
During the hour or more that Mr.
Borden spoke in the rink, stirring ad-
dresses were being given on the plat-
form erected outside for the purpose.
One and all of the speakers were giv-
en rousing receptions, both on their
appearance, and as they scored point
after point against the reciprocity
pact. The candidates, Dr. J. W. Daniel
and H. A, Powell when they appear-
ed on the platform, and were intro-
duced by the chalrman were greeted
with ovations and were frequently in-
terrupted during thelr addresses by
applause,

Other Speakers.
Thé other speakers, Hon. Mr. Max-
well, J. E. Wilson, M. P. P, and L.
P. D. Tilley were the recipients of
great bursts of enthusiastic applause
and made brilliant speeches. Making
the most of the limited time accord-
ed them, they presented strong argu-
ments against the pact, and lucldly
explained the things that St. John
stands to lose in the event of reci-
procity ‘becoming a reality.
Mr. Powell, the flrst speaker, thank-
ed the people for the great manifesta-
tion of loyalty to R. L. Borden and
their endorsation of his policy by their
presence. He said that the parade in
honor of ‘the occasion of M . Borden's
visit was a magnificent showing, es-
pecially as it was composed of men,
and was not a procession of kinder-
garten scholars. He then spoke brief-
ly of the issue of the hour and in
closing made an earnest appeal to the
people to stand firm and oppose all
tl:at savours of disloyalty to the Em-
pire.

Groans for Pugsley.

Both Dr. Daniel and Mr. Maxwell
were given rousing receptions on their
arrival and during the course of their
addresses were greeted with cheers.
A few of the followers of Mr. Pugs-
ley called for cheers for their idol,
only to be greeted with groans.

John E. Wilson, M.P.P,, was accord-
ed & magnificent ovation, and in clear
terms pointed out that reciprocity
wonld be detrimental to Canada as a
whole, and that by endorsing reci-
procity the people of this city would
lose the winter port trade, through
the north to south trade which must
fnevitably follow the changed con-
ditions.

At thig juncture, a hearer turned to
a companion in & tone bred of con-
viction, remarking: "I belleve every
word of what he says; it's going to
kill 8. John as & wimnter port.”

A ber of other kers follow-
ed in short addresses and made con-
vineing speeches. They were accord-

Charlottetown, Sept. 4—When Sir
Wilfrid landed at Georgetown on
Friday, he was preceded over the
steamer’s gangway by a well known
and popular Conservative undertaker,
This was taken by some of the boys
as a sign that he will be defeated on
the 21st, and that the Conservatives
will have to bury the remains.
However this may be, there is no
doubt that the Prime Minister's visit
to P. E. Island was altogether most
unfortunate for his party  here,
There was a gale the night before
and the strait was so rough that Sir
Wilfrid and his party were seasick
on the way over. The day was wet
and disagreeable, There was enthu-
siasm neither on sea or land.
At Montague there was, notwith-
standing the weather, a good large
meeting and Sir Wilfrid was well’
heard, but he was in low spirits after
his seasickness. Mr. Marcil was the
the ounly speaker who made any im-
pression at all,-and he said very lit.
tlé to the point—nothing at all to
satisfy the farmers, whose fears have
been aroused over. the prospect of
free competition on their own mark-
et from farmers all over the world.

Kept People Waiting.

The party arrived in Charlottetown
some time after seven o'clock, and
proceeded to government house for
refreshments. In the meantime the
meeting which was advertised to be-
gin at 7.30 was waiting good natured-
ly. The doors were opened shortly
before geven o'clock. There was a
rush of people, and the Arena Rink
was soon thronged with a gay miscel-
laneous crowd of men, women and
children, all bent on hearing Sir Wil-
frid and having a good time, For
two long hours the people waited
with a patience that was really won-
derful, while Sir Wilfrid dined, wined
and recuperated at Government House.
When he began to speak at close
upon 9 o'clock only about a quarter
of those who were present could hear
him. As soon as this was discover-
ed, all who were outside the charmed
circle began to talk and move about.
Many went away in sheer disappoint-
ment and digust. Others pressed up
closer to the speaker in the hope of
heing able to hear him. But the hum
of voices and the moise of tramping
feet made it hard for those who were
within range to hear intelligently
anything that the Prime Minister said
and only a practiced speaker, such as
Sir Wilfrid himself could have contin-
ued his discourse for an hour,

Badly Managed.

It was the worst managed affair of

the kind that ever happened here,
and it reflected disgracefully upon the
local committee in charge of the ar-
rangements, Sir Wilfrid left in his
subsidized steamer early the next
morning very much disgusted, and
Grits and Tories here all agree that
it was an awful fizele.
. Those few who heard and followed
Sir Wilfrid’'s speech throughout. de-
clared that it was flat, stale and un-
satisfactory. I have heard strong Lib-
erals express themselves to this ef-
fect,

As to the reciprocity agreement,
the prime minister dealt in mere gen-
eralities and ancient history. He said
nothing to reassure the’ business men
and farmers who heard him that they
would not all be swamped, at times, by
forelgn products dumped into the
Maritime Province markets. He said
nothing about the tunnel survey in
respect to which he gave & promise
(by implication) 20 years ago, al-
though his candidates here had at
the last election expressly promised
that one would be held if they were
elected, and although his attention had
been particularly directed to the fact
that no survey had yet been made.

He sald nothing about the excessive
rates on freight which our farmers
and traders have to pay. He made
somewhat the same mistake here that
he did in St. John—in letting out the
truth. Not only did he tell the people
here that after reciprocity, trade would
flow from Canada to the United States
“ag through a millrace,” to the loss of
Canada’s eastern ports, but he remind-
ed them that the protection enjoyed
by the manufacturers would be un-
touched if the agreement was carried
into effect and by inference, that the
farmers (will, if the agreement be
adopted, have to pay_ the duties pro-
tecting manufacturers, while their pro-
tection will be wholly swept away and
they will be left at the mercy of out-
gside competitors,

Disillusionment.

It would have been :far better for
the Liberal party in this province if
Sir Wilfrid had been kept away from
it. He had been puffed to such a de-
gree that many Liberals here regard-
ed him as a sort of little god, who
could command silence by a wave of
his arm and hold an audience spell-
bound by the magic of his oratory,
But they have been disillusionized.

If the Conservatives have good
weather and manage well the visit of
Mr. Borden and Premier Hazen, their
chances of sending three or four anti-
reciprocity representives  to Ottawa
will be greatly strengthened,

Mr. Borden at Chatham read
from the President’s message
to Congress, concluding with
“Canada stands at the parting
of the way.” “I invite Sir Wil-
frid Laurier,” challenged Mr.
Borden, “to tell us, and it is
his duty to tell the people of
Canada, his appreciation of
those words.”

They were plainly disappointed,
however, as was shown by their re-
fusal to applaud snd by their subse-
quent filing out..
