Opposition to the Wel&h Dlsetabllsh- 
it Bill is taking some curious forms. 

It almost seems as if Churchmen in 
high places were putting pressure on 
the King to Induce him to refuse his 
assent to the measure when it has 
passed the Commons for the third 
time. Speaking at a demonstration at 
Hudderfleld a few days ago. Lord Hal­
ifax said that if the Bill were passed 
under the provisions of the Parliament 
Act and the Government refused to 
refer it to the country, "not only the 
King might say, but it would be the 
King’s duty to say, 'I am not going 
to give my consent to a Bill of this 
sort until it has been referred to the
electors...........He believfed the King
would say that, and he was quite sure 
that if he did, it would be the proud 
est thing for a long time that had hap- 
pened to the crown of England." Lord 
Halifax seems to forget the part play­
ed by the King in passing the Parlia­
ment Act.

The chief 
city of Greece—shall we say of the 
world?—was Athens. Rome was a 
pulpit at her feet, and thus Athens be­
came the great teacher of the world. 
This beautiful city was the center of 
art and philosophy, 
the academy, Plato had taught: here 
In this city Socrates had lived and 
died: here, amid these classic scenes, 
Acropolis, but shadows now of a 
These ruins which the traveler be­
holds, today, were once the matchless 
Acropolis, but shadows now of a grim 
and dim past. Had we entered Athens 
with Paul, we should have seen the 
Parthenon in its glory; the statue of 
Athens unmarred by time or war; the 
forum of the city crowded with people.

Brave Paul! Ho stood in the 
presence of the majestic Acropolis yet 
could say: "God dwelleth not in the 
Temple made with hands." The 
Acropolis is almost gone, but Paul's 
words bum with a new fire as cen­
turies come and go. Paul's heart was 
greatly stirred as he beheld the city 
full of idols, and he began to reason 
with the Jews and Greeks, both in- the 
synagogue and in the market place. 
The doctrines they held were almost 
directly the opposite of the Gospel. 
These men disputed with Paul, calling 
him a babbler and a worthless fellow. 
They accused the apostle of setting 
forth strange Gods. This they said be­
cause Paul preached that Jesus "rose 
from the dead."

"How do you know that your Bible 
is true?" said a sceptic to a poor wid­
ow.

God often 
reveals Himself In a most marvelous 
way through experience. In the story 
of many conversions you may hear the 
statement: ""As I prayed suddenly a 
great peace filled my soul."

The Bible is God's best revelation 
of Himself, for it throws light on all 
His other revelations.
