COUNCIL MAKES
GRANT 0F Sa00

Special Meeting Yesterday to
Consider Appeal from
Campbeliton Fire Sufferers
--Little Discussion Over the
Matter.

Wedesday, Aug. 10.
At a special meeting of the mumcipal
council yesterday afternoon a grant of $2,-
000 was made towards the relief of the
Campbellton fire sufferers. Those present,
besides Warden Connely, were Councillors

Dean, Cochran, Black, Corscadden, Barn-
hill, Curren, Adams, Holder, Elkin, Frink,
Sproul, Willet, Potts, Baxter, McGoldrick
and Vanwart. Warden Connely called the
meeting to order and the secretary read
the communication asking for a special
meeting to consider the question of grant-
ing financial assistance to the town of
Campbellton.

Coun. McGoldrick said that while wait-
ing for the chairman of the finance com-
mittee, he would like some information as
to the project of lighting the court house
by eleetricity. He asked the secretary
what had been done. The secretary said
that Architect Brodie had completed
specifications for the work. These would
be handed to Coun. McGoldrick and ten-
ders called for.

Coun. McGoldrick suggested that the
buildings committee have power to act
with the sheriff. He made a motion along
these lines adding that the committee
should call for tenders where they deem
advisable and have the work done by the
day where this was not desirable. It
was pointed out that the committee al-
ready had this power.
withdrew his motion and the matter was
allowed to drop there.

Coun. Potts then moved that 22,000 be
granted to Campbellton if the chairman
of the finance committee can provide the
funds. This was seconded by Coun. Cur-
ren.

Coun. MecGoldrick spoke of his recent
visit to Campbellton and the needs of the
people. . Coun. Curren thought it would
be well to take the whole $2,000 out of
the funds of the municipality.

Coun. Baxter-said the money could be
taken out of the contingent nccount. He
thought the feeling in®the community was
to give the money now when it was need-
ed. It would be a very pleasant thing if,

as Coun. Curren proposed, the parishes |

would bear the whole burden.
