Auga Prieta, Mexico, April 17—(From
the Associated Press correspondent in the
field.)—The most important battle of the
Mexican revolution thus far was fought
here today, between 1,600 Federals under
command of Lieut. Col Diaz, and 1,000
rebels under Balasario Garcia, and resulted
in the repulse of the former.

The battle lasted from 6.30 a. m. until
sundown. At nightfall, two Federal ma-
chine guns were in the possession of the
rebels, and the Federals had sustained a
loss estimated by the rebels as at least
200 killed and wounded. The rebels gave
their own loss at 20.

From the beginning of the battle, regard-
less of the warning given by the United
States government to the leaders of both
forces, a rain of bullets poured into the
American town of Douglas, Ariz., and
when the day was ever it was found that
seven non-combatant residents of that city
had been wounded. It was a day almost
of terror in Douglas.

Taft Worried.
