ROBERT FULTON

is a St. John boy, and is now 28 years of 
age. He stands about 6 feet, and his pre­
sent training weight is 168 lbs. His first 
appearance was ten years ago at a St. John 
pic-nic, where he was one of a victorious 
four-oared crew. He won in a four oared 
race in 1863 and in 1864 in local contests. 
In 1865 at a Masonic pic nic, Bay Shore, 
Carleton, in the “ J. A. Harding,” with 
Hutton and two others not of the Pans 
Crew, be won a victory. In 1865 at a re­
gatta on Charles River, Boston, he was 
defeated in the “George C. Wiggins,” 
coming in third. That season he was in 
the winning crew in two local races. On 
September 10th, 1866, he rowed in a four- 
oared crew on the Kennebeccasis, in the 
“ J• A. Harding,” a five mile race, and 
defeated the “Thetis," in 38 minutes, 50 
seconds. At Springfield the same year he 
was one of the tour that beat several four- 
oared boats, with the Biglins and 
O'Learys as opponents. In 1867 Fulton, 
Price. Hutton and Ross, in the “J. A. 
Harding” beat several

CRACK EUROPEAN CREWS,
one from Oxford University, one from the 
London Rowing Club, and several others, 
English, French, and German, 
tory gave tbe four the name, the “ Paris 
Crew. ” The 2let October, 1868, they de­
feated the Ward Brothers, Champions of 
tbe United States, in a match for $1,500. 
In 1869 the crew won races at

MONTREAL, TORONTO AND NIAGARA, 
defeating all other Canadian crews easily. 
At Lacbine in 1870 they were defeated by 
Renforth and three others in a four-oared 
race. August 23d, 1871, they defeated 
Renforth, Kelly, Percy and Chambers in a 
race for $5,000 a side.
