spared. ~Then half a pint, and that was

denicd, and 1 bad not one drop sent after
the first day. 1 asked for a plain boiled
chicken to eat with my bread ; wis told I
could have it, but it did not come One
loaf of white baker’s bread was all that
was supplied me for that entire week. DO
the city authorities of New Haven think
«ach a place as we found suitable for the
sick? Dead mice on the floor and: live
mice runping around ; without any cellar
and neaily every seam in the tloor open;
without any bedding save that which had
lain over since the last patient left ; with
no light save the primitive ‘petticoat lamp’
inserted in a block ; neither wash bowl or
a towel, or any arrangements {cr keeping
the person in a cleanly condition.”
