Barbarism falls back slowly be-
fore the onward mareh of Progress and
Civilization, but Philanthropy sends out
at the nation’s expense a shining band of
agents and traders, who smooth the Red
Man’s pathway to the setiing sun with |
whisky of an inferior qaality but tremen-
dous power, and-whe see to it that when
the voble savage reaches the goal of his
earthly career and wraps the drapery of
his couch about him, the drapery shall be
such as has paid several hundred percenr
profit to the trader, with the privilege of’

reversion. No flner picture could be
than of the Indian and the agent walking
westward together; Government sapply-
ing the Indian, the Indian supplying
the agent, and the agent making remit-
tances East. Complete and harmo-
nious circie of operations. Here is
no complication of religions, no bal-
ance ot trade, no delicate adjustments;
nothing but a simple process of drawing
from the Treasury in the name of the un

tutored savagze, on behalf of the tutored
agent. 1t is the refluement of simplicity
as well as philanthropy. 1uvsuch a work
Orville Grant, brother of the Great
Silent Man, bas not shrunk from engag-

watched with constant interest the flow
of money from the Treasury to the Red
