Department. Examinations may be held at such other
places in every county as shall be recommended by the
county council of which notice sha'l be given to the in-
spector by the county clerk. Such places shal} be affiliat-
ed for the purposes of the examination with a high school
in the same inspectoral division. R.S.0. c. 226, s. 38,
