May appoint current money of this Province; And the said Corporation shall further
attorneys, &c., have the right of appointing an attorney or attorneys for the manage-
era w ment of their affairs, and generally shall enjoy ail the riglits and privi-

leges enjoyed by other bodies politic and corporate, recognized by the 10
Legislature.

Exclusive ap- III. All property which shall at any time belong to the said Corpora-
