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they waited a day and repaired as best they could theip
rudder-gear which had given way the first night of
the storm. This had increased their danger manifold.
Having left the missionary.there, within 30 miles of his
destination, they set off to sea, and must have perished
that very night as it came on a most violent storm, and
they were never heard from since ! 1! Thus it is that
the missionary is exposed to dangers in this vast region
which is traversed by neither road nor path, and to
attend to the various settlements on the coast and up
the deep Bays, one has to g0 in every sort of vessel he
may find going from one Bay to another.
