How else can sn unconscious
infan: be regenerated, save by baptism, ac-
cording to the views then prevalent respect-
ing tbis ordinacce I’

% We do not believe with Irenmus, that
there is an cfficacy in bapiism itsel!; in tbe
case of inlants, it signifies that their in-
berited sin has been wiped out by the blood
of Jesus, snd ihat thereby they are ve-

enerated and coostituted members of

hrisi’s kingdom ; and in thie argumen:
our only inquiry is, whether it sppears from
his writings, bat infant baptism was the
prevailing practice. Wall, Schroeck, and
other writers of the first ability, with the
best of reasons, consider him ss referring to
baptism—to 1nfant baptism—in the term be
uses. We have then already found ooe
prominent teacher born in the first century,
vety soon a‘ter the death of the Apostles,
and possibly whilst the Aposile Jobn was
yet living, who is not a Baptist.”

ere is a litle volome by Grey, page 57
where he gives the language of Irenmus in
hisold ege: ‘I con describe the spot oo
which Polycarp (his instroctor and the dis-
ciple of John), sat aod expounded ; Lis
going i and c¢oming out; the manuer of
bis lufe; the figure of his body ; the sermons
he presched to the multitudes; how he
related 10 us his conversation with Jobho,
acd the rest of those who had seen the
Lord; how he mentioned their particular
expressions, and what things he bad heard
from them of the Lord, of bis miracles and
of bis doeirines.’

¢ Coleman gives the same in substance,
and remarks on it : * This proves that Poly-
carp had diligently inquired. from those who
could tell him, concerning our Lord and
bis docirine. He bad made himselfl master
of whatever was 10 be known, [t proves
also that such traditions were repeated by
him in his public discourses to the people ;
the best of ali possible modes of instruction.
Moreover, th:sc discourses made the
deepest impression on the memory of
Iren®us, who expressly meontions * reborn
infants *’ (see Coulemen, page 333).

“ There canoot exist a doubt that Irenzus
regarded infanis as included uoder the
Goepel scheme, and as fit subjects for bap-
tism. But Mr. Graves says thst the Gospel
has nothing 1o do with 1ofants, and he is
not alone. Dr. Alex. Carson, one of our
most learned Baptist divines, openly
declares ( Baptism in its Mode and Subjecst,
p. 173), ibat children cannot be saved by
the Gospel, nor by faith. * The Goepel bas
nothiog to du with 1nfants, nor have Gospel
ordinances ‘any respect to them. The
-Gospel bas 10 do wih those who bhear it
It is good news; but to infanis it is Do
pews at all. They know nothing of 1t
The salvestion of the Gospel is as much
coofined 10 beiievers us the baplism of the
Gospel is.

The
exclusion of a part of our race from the
blessings of the kingdom of heaven on ac-
count of age has oot the slighiest warrant
in the word of God ; and our noblest im-
pulses, and our deepest religious feeliags
rise up and condemao such exclusiveness,
and such an uulecling doctrine
“¢ If temporal eslates may be convey'd
By cov’'nants, on condition,
To men, and to their heirs; be not afraid,

“ Justin Miriyr was coantemporaneous
with Irenmus, sad born about the same
ume. He s csiled the first man of letiers
who adorned the church afier the Apostle
, Paul. He write in Greek. o his apology
' for Chrisiians, addressed 10 Avtonius Pius,
b.s second apology, he says: ‘ There are
many persons of both sexes, some sixty, and
some seveaty ycars old, who were made
disciples 10 Ciri<t from their iofancy, or
childbood ’ ek pidome. By this same word
the Evangelisis uced 1a represent the child-
reo Jesus 100k up in his arms and blessed
—aod when he sad, * Saffer litile childrea
1o come wdto me’ (see Matt. xix. 13, 14;
Mark x. 13-15. aod Luke xvin. 16).
Justin Martyr does not use the word baptism
here; but how were they made disciples
except by bapism? Dr. Dwight justly
remarke that ‘ ihere never was any other
m)de of making disciples from infancy
except by baptism’ Dr. Woods says: ¢ 1
thiok it aliogeiher probable, snd beyond
suy reasonable doubt, that Justin meant in
this place to speak of those who were made
disciples, or introduced into the séhool of
Christ by baptism, when \bey were infants.
Dr. Poad also says: « They were doubiless
mave disciples by baptism, for the same
word, “they were preselyted,” or * made
disciples " ematheluthesan, is used by Conigt
io the commission : “Go and discip'e, or
proselyte all natioos, baptizing them,” ete,’
(Maw. xxviii. 19) Jusun Martyr thea
coqgld not have been a Bapiist, for he be-
lieved in iafant discipleship, and (berefore
necesserily infsnt beptism. Now Squire
Teaner,” continued Halley, consalung bis
little memorandum-book as usual, ** ra, if
you plesse, 10 p 331 of your book, and you
will fiod it there siaied, that * Justio Martyr,
Irenmas, and oihers, so far from directly
speakiog of infant bapiism, never omce witer
e 3 oo the subject.’ But in the
light of whet"has already been said: Did

Martyr, when he spoke of * infant disciple-
ship, mean infant baptism 7 Is there never
a syllable uttered on the subject? Our
best authorities say that it is directly
mentioned. And Profl. M. Swan in an
article of vast research and learning, found
o the Biblical Repository, vol. iii. p. 355,
says: * Jostio Martyr io bis dislogue with
Trypho, the Jew, compared bapiism with
circumeision, and speaks of it as an initia-
tory ceremouy.’ So Coleman, p 385, says :
‘In his dialngue with Trypho, the Jew,
Justin contrasis and compares baptism with
circumeision. We draw near to God by
him, for we bave not received circumcision
by the flesh, but that which 1s spiritual, as
Eaoch and otbers observed. Tbis we,
though sinners, receive through the com-
passion of God by baptism, which all are
permitted to receive.’ Justin does not
exclude any one oo account of his age; he
-ays, all are permitied 1o receive baptism.
Also be compared and cootrasted buptism
with circumeision, that is, they were alike
o their nswure and use. Could he talk
about circumcision and not talk about in-
fant circamecision? Were vot the Jews
circumeised in their infancy ?  And believ-
ing, as he did, that baptism came in the
place of circumeision, could he talk about
baptism in this geseral manver, and not
include infant beptiem ¥’

“ Bat you forget,” said Elder Mason,
“ that it is stated by Mr. Graves ihai they
did uot directly speak of infsnt baptism !”

 No, Eider Mason, | do not forget. It
is stated in that work, that, so far from
directly spesking of infant bapiism, ibey
never once utter a syllable on the subject :
not a syllable oo the subject ¥ Caa that be
true, in view, of the testimony given ? 1
leave it for you io judge.

“ Terwllisn comes next in order. He
was born about forty-five years afier the
Aposiles, and wrote about one bundred
years after the death of Jobn. He and
Origen were both youog men at the death
of Irepus snd Justin Martyr. Tertullian
18 the first man who spe:ks sgsiost wnfant
baptism ; and whilst be recognizes its ex-
istence and prevalence, and he himself ex-
pressly recommends thai infsnts be bap-

infancy ; yei, in consequence of his peculiar
notions, he advises that baptism in all other

life.

“ Do you know bis reasons for advising
delay in cases of baptism !” asked Anna.

“ Thue testifies Tertullian,
"“and as Dr. Woods’ remzrks on this pas-
sage are so appropriate, | caonot refraio
fiom readiug them. He says: ¢ The sirange
opinions which he entertained, as a
Montanist, have nothiug 10 do with his
testimony as to facts ; especially as to facts,
io which he makes no appeal 1n support of
his peculiar opinions ; and most of all as 1o
facts, sgainst which he objects, and which
h= attacks with severity. ln regard 10 such
facts, his tesimoony is entitled to full credut.
For what motive could he possibly have to
assert things, which stood 11 1he way of his
own secianan views, uniecss those things
ec ually existed? Wou'd any author, es-
pecially oue who wished 1o set himself up

'as the head of a sect, speak of the existence

ol a pracuice which he disapproved, and

{which was directly opposed to hie favorite
{ohjeet when at the same Lime he was aware
[that no such practice existed? Could be
{have had any motive whatever to treat in-
{fant baptism as he did, unless he, and those

This is the same man that
is represeated, with Kuio and Neander,
as saying that infant bap:ism was not intro-
duced tiil after the second century,—is he
not, Mr. Halley?”

“ The very same.” responded Hal ey,
% And much woree thau all that, is he repre-
sented us saying. Squire Taoner, will you
please wrn to your work, page 324,  and
read what he—your author | mean—says
about Mr. Coleman?”

Squire Taoner did as réquested, afier a
moment’s hesiration. He read : * Cole-
maa, another of your own writers, and a ci-
tizen of our own country, says : ¢ Though
tbe necessity of 1nfant bapuism was asserted
m Africa and Egypt in the beginning of the
third century, it was even to the end of the
fourth by no means generaliy observed,
least of all in the Eastern church, and n
finally became a general ecclesiastical insti-
ation o the age of Agusuine,’ which you
know was at the beginuing of tbe fifth cen-
ary.”

“ This passage,” said Haliff, *“1 have
as yet, never found in Coleman’s writings—
it may be 1n them—but he is not a man
who 1s thus giveo to contradict direcily and
expressly his own sratements. But you may
find on page 381 383, this passage; which
you will perceive does not harmonize very
well with Mr, Graves’ statement ; but it
does harmonize with what I have read of
him elsewhete, and s unquestionably his
sincere belief. ‘ But why did not Tertullian,
in bis great zeal against isfant bapnsm, em-
ploy another and most conclusive argument ?

From the beginning it was
not so. Ye know the teachings of the A-
postles. Ye know the tradinions of the
churches ; ye know it was not so.’ Such
an argument sgainst the object of hie aver-
sion would have been conclusive, and
must have suggested itselfl 1o this adroit 1ac-
ticisn. Why did he not use it ? Plainly,
because be could not. He could ounly reason
from his own principles, and paes 10 silence
the mightier argument of the suthority and
usage of 1he apostoiic churches, becsuse
s was directly opposed to him. His con-
demniag the practice, not only -proves ity
previous exwtence ; it proves more, It
proves that this wae no innovation.
