Teaching Days for 1915

High, Continuation, Public and Separate Schools have
the following number of teaching days in 1915:
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NoTe—Christmasand New Year’s holidays (23rd December,1915, to 2nd
January, 1916, inclusive), Easter holidays (2nd April to 11th April, in-
clusive), Midsummer holidays [from 30th June to 31st August (for High
Schools to 6th September), inclusive], all Saturdays and Local Municipal
Holidays, Dominion or Provincial Public Fast or Thanksgiving Days,
Labour Day [1st Monday (6th) of Sept.], Victoria Day, the anniversary
of Queen Victoria’s Birthday (Monday, 24th May), and the King's Birthday
(Thursday, 3rd June), are holidays in the High, Continuation, Public and
Separate Schools, and no other days can be deducted from the proper
divisor except the days on which the Teachers’ Institute is held. The
above-named holidays are taken intoaccount in this statement, so far as
they apply to 1915, except any Public Fast or Thanksgiving Day, or Local
Municipal holiday. Neither Arbor Day nor Empire Day is a holiday.
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
