LONDON, Jan. 11.—Walter Runci-|
man, President of the Board of Trade,
won' tremendous applause in the
House of Commons to-night, when in |
a speech he declared that the Entente
Allies must take steps to see that Ger-
many is unable to carry on a trade of
war against them after peace is sign-
ed.

“There are signs,” he said, “that at
least Germany is beginning to feel the
economic pressure of our . blockade.
Her supplies are becoming depleted,
while ours are increasing. Although
our exports have fallen our imports
have risen. There is no doubt we
can hear the strain far better than
the' Central Powers. Bread riots in
Berlin and neamly in every other big
German city do not ‘occur without
good reasons. We have deprived the
enemy of many necessaries of
fare, possibly some of the necessities
of life. Her stock of war
are giving out, economic pressure
which is possibly better than any
other means, will nitimately persvade
the (}erﬁmans of the fruitlessness of
the struggle. We can stand the strain
longer than Germany, continued
ciman, if we husband our resources,
and the disaster will fall upon her
will be almost irreparable.

Discussing the suggestions for Free
Trade within the British Empire,
Runciman remarked the Dominions of
Great Britain were not likely to alter
their methods or their attitude to-
wards the Mother Country. The Col-
onies were determined to raise reven-
ue and foster their industries. He
was afraid the idea of free trade must|
be dismissed. “I feel the same way
towards the proposed Zollverein to in-
clude all our Allies, but if such .an
arrangement is essential to end the
war successfully, we shall havg it, for
there is no arrangement ﬁlat the Al-
lies are not prepared to make for that
end.”

He declared the British Empire
would‘;recuperate after the war faster
than any other coundry, and then it
will be our duty, he added to aid, as
far as we can, France, Russia, Italy|
and our other Allies. “I would even
add Germany, at the bottom of the
list, for no man would wish to see a

Premier Says the Operations Were

LONDON, Jan. 10.—The British re-
tirement fiom the Dardanelles was
referred to by Premier Asquith in ad-
dressing the Commons this afternoon.

“The House will learn with ex-
treme gratification of the retirement
of the forces at Cape Helles on the

ellipoli Peninsula without the loss
of a single life,” the Premier said.
“Of 11 guns left behind, 10 were worn
out fifteen-pounders, which were ren-
dered unfit for future service before
they were abandoned. All the stores
and reserve ammunition which could
not be removed, were set on fire be-
fore the retirement. The whole re-
tirement was conducted with a mimi-
mum of loss. These operations, taken
in conjunction with the earlier ones
from Suvla and Anzac, are, I believe,
without parallel in naval history.
