A Story of Three Swedes Who Worked -
Three Years on an Unrecorded-Claim
on'a Unnamed Creek and Then

. Lost [Gold ‘at

Whitehorse—

Corrobborating Story.

From Tuesday's Daily.

A man‘'by thé name of Williams ar-
rived yesterday from the Mayo lake
eountry and, while no trace of him
could be found today, he is known to
have told a rather romantic sfory at
the Yukon hotel last night of the
rise. and fall of three . mysterious
Swede miners.

The story is that thrée years ago
the three Swedes betook themselves
far back into the Mayo lake country
but on what-ereek they worked was
never known until recenfly, but it
any rate they found gojd and lots of
it. Feeling safe in their isolation
from the world__they/ continued ' to
work until this fall ‘when they came
out of the woods and -left for the
outside They had never recorded
their claims and did nof offer to pay
royalty on what gold they had.

knew anything abeut the requited
payment of royalty or the law pro-
viding for a certificate .showing that
royalty | had been paid. The result
was that when they arrived aj White-

Another story told by Col. Donald
MacGregor tends in a measure to con-
firm Williams' story regarding the
mysterious Swedes. While coming to
the country in '98 the ~colonel picked
up an acquaintance on the trail with
two travelers to the Klondike, James
Corkery and Jacob Davidson, and the
friendship has bheen renewed since the
reached Yukon, although
pearly all of the past two years have
been spent by the men in the McQues-
ten creek country. A short time ago
these two men visited Dawson to
purchase . their winter supplies and
while here told to Colonel MacGregor
a story that goes far towards
roborating. that of Williams regard-
ing the Swedes

The men Corkery and Davidson said
that over a year” ago a Folicenuan
came to their place on McQuestion
and in the course of conversation re-
marked that he had seen three Swedes
at work further back in the country,
but although the two men later tried
to locate them they were not success
ful. Shortly before navigation closed
three Swedes came along by Corkery
and Davidson's cabin to whom they
sold a few pounds of provisions. The
Swedes said they had been in that
country three years and had: found
nothing; that they were flat broke and
were leaving the country for good. As
each of the three appeared to be
carrying @ heavy load; the two men
suspicioned that it was gold, and
alfter they had passed on the other
two decided to follow the back trail
and learn where the Swedes had come
from.. They did so, although they
followed many miles back they per-
sisted until at last  they came to
where a great amount of work’ nad
been done on a elaim om a stream
emptying info Mayo lake.
