Joseph Alfred Ambler, son of Mr,
and Mrs, Chester G. Ambler, of Nor-
wich, has been appointed professor of
chemistry at Acadia University,
Woliville, Nova Scotia.

Mr. Ambler was graduated from
Norwich Free Academy in 1997 as
lirst English scholar and valedictor
ian, winning the Sayles prize in phy-
sics in his senior year and the New-
ton Perkins medai in geometry dur
ing the lowe: middle year. He was
graduated from Yale scientific depart
nent, Sheff., in 1910. At the end of
his juior year he won the Rogers
scholarship in chemistry and in his
senior year divided the Belnap prize
in geological studies. He was gradu
|ated in 1910 with general two year
}hrmors and in his senior year was
taken into the honorary society of
Sigma Xi.

Mr. Ambler returned to Yale as
laboratory assistant, taking up re
search work in organic chemistry un
der Piol. T. B. Johnson, continuing
for three years, He has published
three papers on research work; his
thesis will be publisbed later, He re
turns to New Haven Saturday to re
cetve the degree ol Doctor of Philoso
phy from Yale University.

dJune Snow Storm.,

Speaking of the weather—and who
is not interested ia that subject?
this month is the aaniversary of
the great snow storm of 1861—the
year that had no summer, Canada, |
the Maritime Provinces, Maine, Ver |
mont, Massachusetts and parts of
New York, Pennsylvania and Con
necticut were covered bva mantle of
snow several inches deep, In parts
of Canada and Vermout the snow fell |
to a depth ot nearly a foot

Nor was that June 4th blizzird the
last of that memorable year, On the
17th another snow storm came, and it
is reportéd that several people were
unearly frozen to death,

July brought little relief from the
co'd, On the 4th of fuly ice a quar
ter of an inch thick formed in New
England, Cauada, and some sections
of New  York and Penusylvania
August was even worse. In many
places that month icereached a thick
dess of halfl an inch. The first two
weeks of September brought some
thing resembling summer weather,
but it did not Jast long. The last two
weeks of September and nearly all of
October were wintery and cold, but
the year was brought to a close by
remarkably mild December weather
That the earth or the sun were
cooling off were the tavorite explana
tions to account for thdt summer-
less year. This theory was all the
more firmly beld because the pueao-
menon seemed to be general, and ex-
tended to Earope as well as America,
Snow fell pear London in August,
and in France all the crops, except
potatoes, were destroyed by the cold,
o Awmerica the crops were all very
scant, and a famine wes escaped by
ouly a narrow margin,
