St. John, N. B, Sept. 5—D. A.
Mackinnon, ex-lieutemant governor
of Prince Edward Island, is at the
Royal. He is here partly on pri-
vate business and partly to take
in the Dominion Exhibition,

Speaking of conditions on the
island, he said, last night, that
this year the farmers bad the
largest crops of hay and grain
the histery of the place. He was
impressed with the progress in
agriculture there nd said that
since the year 19. , the products
of the soil in gra ,hay and roots
had more than duubled.

There had also been large 1n-
creases in the dairy interests and
live stock interests generally.

The best kind of politics for the
