These short-sighted farmers 
who are enamored at the prospect 
of the few dollars they will be 
able to save on what they may 
purchase under Free Trade had 
better seriously consider what 
they are bound to lose on their 
sales should that suicidal policy 
ever go into effect.

-T- , . • __ Office of District SuperintendentMackenzie King and his party 
are in a serious dilemma. They 
are trying to be friends with two 
sharply opposing interests—thç 
manufacturers, and the organized - 
farmers-—and to do so they have 
to resort to camouflage, if not 
deception. They say to the 
farmer :

“ We are with " yoq, X\ro arq 
against protection. We believe 
in a tariff only for revenue ; 
and to the manufacturer, (private- 
!y mostly) they say; “ We are 
with you also because a tariff for 
revenue must-, in view of the 
great necessities of the revenue, 
he sufficiently high to afiord you 
all the protection, you want.”

The issqes cannqt he said to 
he clarified by Mr. King’s recent 
utterances but the hypocrisies 
have been made more manifest. 
The Government stands four 
square for a reasonably moderate 
tariff1, not higher nor joiner * than 
is necessary to provide the maxi­
mum amouiit of profitable labour 
to the people in all spheres of 
activity ; it stands practically 
for the tariff which has been in 
Operation in Canada for fontjj 
years, dnder both Conservative 
md Liberal Governments, and 
which has done so much to de­
velop the*"country.

Mr. King straddles and twists. 
He doesn’t wan't to offend either 
the manufacturer or the farmer 
and ho is holding up the same 
bait to both in the vaiq hope 
that Both- will he focilsç},' We 
say again that his tariff " for rev­
enue talkie the merest buncombe. 
He dare not come out openly and 
say that what he favours is a 
true tariff for revenue which 
would apply to the same extent 
exactly "on home-made goods as 
on imported - ^oods. He knows 
the vast majority of liberals in 
Eastern Canada are moderate and 
reasonable protectionists, just as 
the supporters of the Government 
are, and he is trying to placate 
them by promising them protec­
tion under the cover and guise of 
a so-called tariff for revenue on 
til imported goods. In other 
words, he would give protection 
-tealthily but not openly. ^ *

Look at the subject from 
another angle. No one nan dis­
pute that any tariff imposed 
on imported goods alone will 
aflbnl. protection more or leqi

(according to the rates Im­
posed) to Canadian manufac­
turers. Why not then take ad­
vantage of .the position to make 
that protection sufficient by ap­
plying it scientifically instead of 
haphazard. The necessities of 
the revenue are so great at^to 
justify a tariff which scientifically 
applied would be sufficient to 
foster and promote the develop­
ment of every legitimate Cana­
dian industry.

The glamour of Sir Wilfrid 
Lauriers name and personality 
enabled him to persuade man)' of 
his followers that there was a 
substantial difference between his 
so-called tariff for revenue and a 
protective tariff, but in reality 
there was no practical difference. 
The Liberal tariff in operation for 
15 years was a. protective tariff, 
was designed and framed as a 
protective tariff and became more 
and ipore protective as the time 
went on. But it was not an 
extreme tariff. It was not a 
tariff suitable to the “ high as 
Haman’s gallows ” advocates. It 
was a moderate tariff designed to 
be fair alike to producers- and 
consumers. It is the tariff which 
is in fgroe today and the principle 
of which has been accepted hy 
all believers -in protection sup­
porting the Government. It is 
the tariff which in their hearts 
is supported by nine-tenths of 
the Liberals of Eastern Canada.
