This monster gun—which weizhs about 22
tons, is 15fi. long over all, and hus a bore of
13} inches—was submitted 10 a trial at Shoe-
buryness on Thursday.

weizhing 600 pounds. and zapable of contain-
ing & burstiug clarge of no iess than 40 Ibs.
