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WANTED—THE RAILWAY.
The PrirwJe Albert board of trade are 

apparently disturbed by a notion that 
the campaign being carried on in 
Eastern Canada for the construction of 
the Georgian Bay canal may result in 
postponing the Hudson Bay railway 
for a time. The Dominion now has 
some pretty large public works on 
hand and the construction of both 
these at once would be an addition 
of serious financial magnitude. It 
is. increasingly and abundantly mani­
fest from the papers of the ftast which 
of them that part of the country wants 
undertaken first. There is indeed in 
the persistence and warmth of their 
campaign a suggestion that the con­
struction of the canal may be desired 
in some quarters not only for" the bet­
terment of transportation facilities but 
•as a means of tieing Up the Dominion 
for some time from undertaking the 
cost of the Hudson Bay line. It is 
understandable that there should be 

fa lurking notion in some corners of 
the eastern provinces that the build­
ing of this line would be injurious to 
their local interests. The assumption 
is no doubt founded upon an under­
estimate of the results of western ex­
pansion, but that it is a notion en­
tertained there is reason to fear. Need­
less to say this local fear.has the 
warm sympathy of those corporations 
whose financial welfare is thought to 
he promoted by keeping the whole 
trade of the western country confined 
to the present. And just because the 
people of thé pastern provinces are 
more numerous and geographically 
closer to the captital it is natural that 
uneasy feelings should arise in the 
west lest their much speaking should 
detract attention from the railway to 
the Bay.

The people of the West cannot pro­
perly be accused of any hostility, or 
of any reason for hostility, to the 
Georgian Bay canal—unless its con­
struction were made the reason for 
laying over the buildiing of the rail­
way. But if there is any rivalry of 
this kind between the schemes there 
need be - no doubt as to where the 
people oi the West stand. They would 
be glad to have the Georgian Bay canal 
Dujlt if the enterprise looks financi­
ally practicable, both because i* would 
better their communication with East­
ern Canada and because it would help 
to develop the central section of the 
Dominion. But they want first and 
foremost the railway to the Bay 
Upon this their faith is founded as 
the most efficient remaining step in 
the solution of the western railway 
problem. They believe that more thart 
ahy other proposal advanced this 
woqld relieve the congestion which 
Aiust overtake the transportation sys­
tems' now created and projected. The 
cohatfuction of the Georgian Bay canal 
would be no adequate substitute in 
their minds for the Hudson Bay rail­
way.

MAKE THE BEST OF IT—AND 
LEARN.

Things being as they are, the city 
officials seem to have taken hold o* 
the situation at the power house in 
the right way and with the .proper 
f-pirit. The public works commissioner 
has taken personal direction of the in­
stallation of the new machinery and 
is rushing the worki as rapidly as is 
consistent with doing it properly. 
Meantime a council special committee 
are to inquire into the causes Jor 
things being as they are.

The fixing of the blame—if such lies 
anywhere in particular or on any one 
in particular—is of course desirable: 
all information that can be given the 
public will "be welcomly received, hut 
os pointed out by the president of 
the board of trade, what most is want­
ed is relief, not investigation. Un­
fortunately there » no means of 
bringing relief at once. September is 
the earliest that the new plant can ba 
got into working order. Until then 
we must be content with the present 
machinery and perhaps with interrup­
tions in service such as have occurred 
during the recent past months.

It is regrettable of course that mat­
ter» cannot be remedied earlier, but 
we have been plainly and frankly 
told by those who know that this cannot 
be. There remains only to make the 
best of things. Nothing certainly is 
to be gained by engendering alarm as 
to the condition o* the fire .pressure. 
This ehould be as good even until the 
new machinery has been installed as 
it has been fou- the past year, for the 
same machinery is employed. And in 
any event it would not help matters 
any to create the impression at home 
or abroad that the city is at the 
mercy of the flames.

It should not be forgotten either 
that impatience over the condition of 
things should not be directed toward 
the present council, but to their pre­
decessors—assuming that a council 
past or present has any blame coming. 
The present body promptly took up 
the matter of power extension and 
have been carrying the work along 
with despatch.

succeeded in getting the new machin­
ery installed in time to avoid the 
interruption ie not their fault.

Winnipeg, July 14.—The second an­
nual convention of German Canadian 
Catholics is now m session at St. 
Joseph’s Church on Coflege avenu:, 
west of Powers street. Representa­
tives are present from the various 
Gernrfan Catholic settlements through 
out Manitoba, Saskatchewan, Alberta 
and Western Ontario, and some from 
the United States. . The convention 
continues today, morning, afternoon 
and evening. The proceedings began 
yesterday morning with a procession 
of the children of the St. Joseph’s 
schools, the German Catholic socie­
ties of St. Joseph, of Regina, and 
Leafield, Saskatchewan, with flags, 
and the sisters of the Convent of St.
