offerings on the market this morning. 
Most vegetable prices are firm with a 
few lower. Potatoes were slow, selling 
at 60 to 70 cents a bushel. Carrots sold 
at 20 cents a dozen, the same price as 
quoted. Cucumbers were lower, selling 
at 10 to 15 cents a dozen. Green corn 
and cabbage were in demand at the 
prices quoted in the table. Apples, of 
which there was a large supply, sold 
et 50 to 60 cents a bushel. A few 
boxes of raspberries sold at 11 to 13 
cents a box. Tomatoes, at 5 cents a 
pound for home-grown, were scarce. A 
few red currants sold at 6 to 8 cents 
a box. Peaches, at 40 to 50 cents a 
basket, and 5 cents a box, were in de­
mand.

Hay was higher than for some time 
past, selling at $1 4 a ton. Oats, at 
to $112 a hundredweight, were scarce.

"Canada and I.ondon were fortunate 
when they secured Dr. H. W. Hill as 
head of the new public health move­
ment.

Took Out Ice Permits.—Threats of the 
Board of Health to prosecute ice dealers 
who neglect to comply with provincial, 
regultaions and take out the necessary 
permits to sell ice for cooling purposes 
has brought London's crop of ice barons in 
on the run. This morning every ice 
dealer of the city (there are actually 
three), had complied with the regulations 
and had his permit.

A County Exhibit.—The Middlesex 
County agricultural department will 
this year have a county exhibit at the 
Western Fair. It will be composed of 
grains, vegetables, fruits, dairy and 
other produce of Middlesex County. 
Many exhibits have already been got 
together, and the various agricultural 
societies of the county are lending 
their co-operation.

He then lit a 
match and dropped it in. The gas 
has generated rapidly, and in a second 
there was terrific explosion. A sheet 
of flame belched into young Silver­
thorne’s face and set his hair and 
clothes afire.

F. W. C. McCutcheon, until yester­
day principal of the London Collegiate 
Institute, was criticised at Friday’s 
meeting of the board of education on 
the assumption that he had given his 
letter of resignation to the public be­
fore it had been submitted to the 
board. This he denies. Trustee W. W. 
Gammage objected to it having ap­
peared in the public press first, and 
criticised what he termed the princi­
pal's poor judgment in sending it to 
the press first. Over long distance 
telephone this morning Mr. McCutch- 
eon reiterated a previous statement 
that he had not given the letter out 
for publication, and that only one 
copy had been sent to London—that 
to Secretary McElheran, of the board 
of education.

Sent Letter to Board.
Trustee Gammage yesterday declar­

ed he had every reason to believe the 
information had come from Toronto, 
but this is given an unqualified denial 
by Mr. McCutcheon. Mr. McCutcheon 
declared he had sent his resignation 
to the hoard, and to the board only, 
and that he had never communicated 
or hinted to any paper his intention of 
resigning, nor had he furnished it 
with a copy of his resignation, the 
only one having been sent to Secre­
tary McElheran.

To Be Aired Later.
Trustee W. T. Strong demanded at 

Friday’s meeting on whose authority 
the letter had been handed out for 
publication. Chairman E. R. Dennis 
ruled that the question, while it would 
be in order at any regular session of 
the board, was out of place at the 
special session, called to take action 
on the resignation, and that any in­
vestigation into any other employee of 
the board, save the retiring principal, 
would be out of order.

This fact means that the investiga­
tion into Secretary McElheran’s office 
will be aired on Tuesday, when the 
board has another session. The secre­
tary has been under fire for some time 
as to his lack of business methods.
