Rome, Nov. 14.—The pallium for
Archbishop Moeller of Cimcinnati was
received in the secret consistory by
Father Haver, private secretary of Car-gf
dinal Gofti, prefect of the Propaganda,
and the pallium for Archbishop Messner
of Milwaukee was received by Mgr. Jau-
quet.

In the secret consistory the Pope de-
