It is not
now known what became of Gaboths at the
time, but after she recovered his ‘wife ~lived
witn him again, he having promised tobehave
himself. But he became a lazy shiftless loafer,
depending on his wifo for support. He be-
lieved his wife was untrue to him, that she
was the mistress of a man she had met a3 her
mother’s house and that her mother shielded
her in her wrong-doing. He went to the
house last night  with a  stiletto
and revolver prepal to do mis-
chief. After killing - his  mother-in-
law he stabbed his wife three times and left
her as he thought dead. Covered with blood
the murderer entered (oniquito’s room and
tired at Coniquito, who returned the fire,
Although wounded in the  broast
several shots were exchanged. Gaboths
then tried to leave the house, but
was intercepted by his father-in-law, who
struck him with a chair. Gaboths thrust his
stiletto several times into the old man’s body,
but did not touch a vital part.

Coniquito here appeared again on the
scene and fired the last shot in his revolver,
striking Gaboths in the forehead and killing
him. Coniguito and Mrs. Gaboths will re-
cover. - Tbeir father mav die.

Los ANGELES, ‘Cal., April 20.—In Ocfober,
‘1885, Barnett G. Haskell and James J. Mart
tin establishéed the Kaweah Colony,in Tulare
eounty, ostensibly to carry out nationalistic
ideas. Haskell & Martin established a joint
stock company, and the former started
a magazine, claiming that the Kaweah
Colony owned 4000 acres of timber
lands and 1000 acres of grazing land. The
most gldwing descriptions were given of the
delights'of living in the colony, which was
being run on tne Bellamyite plan. Hundrat{
| perhaps thousands, of people during a peri
of over three years have been du into the
scheme, many jpersons spending their all o
et to kmvun, and working for a long time,
iving maanwhile on cheap fare. The work-
ers were not paid in money, but in time
checks, a system devised by Haskell, . Thous-
ands of these worthless bitsof paper have
baea issued and man{ persons have nothing
else to show for their three years’ labor, as
the lands belonged to the Government
and had never acknowledged the entriss
of the filers. The arrangements for
entering were for the applicant to pay 8500,
$100 heing cash, the balance in sums of $5.
By getting new recruits through the influ-
euce of the magazine it is estimated that the
revenue of Haskell and Martin, who recsived
all these moneys, was $3000 per month, Some
.peisons were permitted by the alleged bourd
of directors to come to the colony and work
out thair $400 balance for membership. These
schemers got the people to come and finish
building the road for their board and clothes.
The scheme has now been exposed by the
arrest and conviction of the irustees and
ieaders on charges of cutting timber on Gov-
ernment lands. Mrs, V. Goodwin, late of
Now Hampshire, in -a letter describes the
condition of the coloaists of Kaweah as hor-
rible, she haviag been one of them, and she
says all who bave been able to leave the
colony have done so.
