—If one wishes n dish of mashed pota­

toes to be appetising, and to present an 
extremely elegant appearance, one most 
be willing to take a little extra pains with 
them. They should be washed through 
two waters, then peeled, and as fast as 
they are peeled thrown Into a pan 
of cold water. They should be boiled 
either in a tin, or porcelain-lined vessels 
which should be clean as clean can be. 
They must be watched while boiling, and 
the niomvut they are done lifted from the 
fire, and the water drained from them. 
Mash them through a colander. To half 
a gallon of potatoes add a large spoonful of 
good, fresh butter, and a sufficient quan­
tity of fine salt ; stir the butter and salt 
well through them, then pour in a half 
teacup of sweet cream and stir well 
through them, and then beat them a few 
minutes with a large spooo, and they’ll 
become as white and as light as the falling 
snow. This should all be done very quick, 
so as not to allow the potatoes time to get 
cold. They should be sent to the table In 
a hot dish, and garnished with sprays of 
parsley.

It would require a formidable array of 

statistics to show that the people of these 
islands have been improving In education, 
and in moral and religions culture, with 
even more rapid strides than in material 
wealth.

But it the progress of England has been 
wonderful, that of England beywod the 
seas has been still more marvellous. The 
most prosaic record of the changes which 
have taken place during the last fifty years 
in the various possessions of the British 
Crown outside of the British Islands would 
form a fit pendant to the marvellous stories 
of the 1 Arabian Nights.’ With those 
fantastic flights of fancy may well be com­
pared the hard mstter-of-lactdetails of the 
peopling of the waste places of the earth 
by the sons of Britain ; of the discovery 
of the gold fields of Australia, and the 
diamond mines of South Africa; of the 
multiplication of the flocks and herds of 
the Southern Islands and of the Western 
prairies ; of the carrying of railroads and 
telegraph wires across whole continents ; 
of the initiation into the benefits of civili­
sation and trade of savage and semi-bar­
baric races ; of the thousand exploits 
which have placed at the disposal of the 
subjects of the Queen the wealth of one- 
seventh of the entire land surface of the 
earth. An Alexander might subjugate 
continents by the power of the sword ; but 
it has been reserved for a Victoria to wield 
the sceptre whose peaceful influence is not 
only felt to be paramount over much of 
the territory over which even Alexander’s 
sword could not long retain the dominion 
bit has permanently conquered even the 
new worlds for which Alexander sighed in 
vain.

When Her Majesty ascended the Throne 
not a yard of railway had been constructed, 
nota mile of telegraph wire bad been laid 
down, no steamship had traversed the 
Atlantic, the electric light and telephone 
had not been thought of ; and if these and 
other advances in the industrial arts— 
which alone would suffice to make the 
Victorian era remarkable in history .and to 
which the prosperity of the country during 
the last half century has been almost en­
tirely due—had been limited to that part 
of the Empire which includes the British 
Isles alone, they would have afforded a 
theme of national felicitation Bat It is 
when we look at that part of the Empire 
which lies outside of these islands— 
whether amid the teeming millions of 
Indian or on sparsely-peopled areas of 
Australia and New Zealand, Canada, and 
the Cape—that we find the moat striking 
evidence of the progress which has mark­
ed the history of Her Majesty's reign. In 
1837 the population of these islands was 
about twenty-six millions—a population 
already holding the leading place in civi­
lisation. But at that period the white 
population of the Colonies did not number 
a million all told. The inhabitants of the 
United Kingdom were a compact body, 
gathered together in close communion, 
united in all the attributes that go to 
make a nation, and possessing all the 
accumulation of wealth and national re­
sources necessary for future rapid develop­
ment. The Inhabitants of the Colonies 
on the contrary, were scattered over wide 
uncultivated parts of country ; often with 
little community of purpose,if of interest 
thwarted by contact with uncivilised races, 
without a past to work upon, and without 

, experience to miide them In India,again, 
while the conditions which prevailed in 
England existed so far as density of popu­
lation is concerned, the people were in the 
background state of civilisation, and pos­
sessed none of the national resources 
which the inhabitants of these islands en­
joyed. Yet, as in the ihinly-scattered 
colonial settlements, so amid the densely- 
packed peoples of India, the progress 
which lias marked the rule of Queen Vic­
toria has equalled, and even In many cases 
excelled, that which has taken place in 
England itself, with all its advantages.

What the progress of the Colonies has 
been may be gathered from a few illustra­
tions. Fifty years ago a handful of trap­
pers shared with a few tribes of nomad 
Indians the possession of something like a 
quarter of a million square miles of terri­
tory, which at that time, was only nomin­
ally under the British flag. In 1873 this vast 

[ area was formally taken over by the Gov­
ernment of Canada : since then the City 
of Winnipeg with its 30,000 inhabitants, 
has risen on the solitary Fort Garry ; 
many other trading stations and ‘ forts 
have developed into thriving towns and 
cities ; the area of coltivation has spread 
further and farther north and west ; roads 
have been made and telegraph lines laid 
in all directions ; railways have been con­
structed, and, latest triumph of all, the 
iron road has been carried across the sum­
mit of the Rocky Mountains to the ocean, 
a thousand miles beyond. In Australia 
the Queen has seen the Settlement of New 
South Wales give birth to the two eeparatei 
Colonies of Victoria and Queensland, one

Cattle-Raisin* on the Plains.

The rapidity with which the Cattle
business has developed In the wild regions
of the West, during the last twenty years, 
is simply amazing. In Montana alone 
there were recorded, In 1885, over 5,000 
distinctive brands for herds, while the 
total number of cattle was 1,087,240 ; 
horses, 120,000 ; and sheep, 1,250,000. Mr. 
Theodore Roosevelt, lu his Hunting Trips 
of a Ranchman, recently published by G* 
F. Putman’s Sons, say :

Cattle raising on the plains, as now 
carried on, started in Texas, where the 
Americans hod learned it from the Mexi­
cans whom they dispossessed. It has only 
become a prominent feature of Western 
life during the last score <>f years. When 
the Civil War wn* raging, there were 
hundreds ot thousands of l-ony, half-wild 
steers mid cows tu Texas whose value had 
hitherto been very slight ; but lowuids «he 
middle of the struggle they became a most 
important source of food supply to both 
armies, and when the war had ended 
the pn fits of the business were widely 
known, and many men had gone into it.

At find the stock raising was all done in 
Texas, and the beef steers, when ready lor 
sale, were annually driven north along 
what became a regular cattle trail. Soon 
the men of Kansas and Colorado began to 
start ranches, and Texans who were get 
ting crowded out moved their herds north 
into these lands, and afterwards into 
Wyoming. Large herds of yearling steers 
also were, and still are, driven from the 
breeding ranches of the South to some 
Northern range, there to be fattemd for 
three years before selling. The cattle 
trail led through great wastes, and the 
scores of armed cowboys who, under one 
or two foremen, accompanied each herd, 
bad often to do battle with bands of hostile 
Indians ; bat this danger ie now a thing ot 
the past, as, indeed, will soon be the case 
with the cattle trail itself, for year by 
year the grangers press steadily westward 
Into it, and when they have once settled 
in a place will not permit the cattle to be 
driven across it.

Trawls in South America ' records » 
visu to Caripe, which is the cavern of 
the guMChwro bird. The name which 
the cavern bears signifies the * mine of 
fat,’ becHuae from tbe young of the 
birds which inhabit it in an immense 
quantity of ‘at is annually obtained. 
These birds are about tbe size of our 
common fowl* with wings which expand 
to three feet and a half. All day long 
they dwell in tbe cavern, and like our 
owls only come forth at night. They 
subsist entirely on fruits, and have 
very powerful beaks, which are neoea* 
«ary to crack the rough nuts and reed 
which form part oi their food. Mid­
summer is the harvest time for tbe fat. 
Tbe Indians enter the cavern armed 
with long poles ; the neats are attached 
to the boles in the roof about sixty feet 
ibove their beads ; they break these 
with the poles, and the young birds fall 
down and are instantly killed. Under­
neath their bodies is a layer of fat, 
which is cut off, end is tbe object 
sought. At tbe mouth of the cavern 
huts are e-ected of palm leaves, and 
there, in pots of clay, the natives melt 
tbe (at which has been collected. This 
is known as the butter of tbe guaoharo ; 
it is so pure that it may be kept for up­
wards ot a year without becoming ran* 
cid. At Ibe Convent of Caripe no 
other oil ia ever used in tbe kitchen 
of the monks.

F much Stamp Collectobs.—The mania 
for collecting postage stamps seems to be 
gaining more ground than ever in France. 
The energy, the devotion, and the perse­
verance of the people who amans old china 
and ‘1 live up to it,” of the beetle-gather» 
era, and the hoarders of bibelots and bric» 
a-brac of all sorts, are almost distanced by 
the collectors of “ timbres postes.” There 
is a full-blown stamp exchange here, says 
a Paris correspondent, and among the most 
famous collectors in France is a man 
who has over 1,000,000 postage stamps 
preserved in 130 richly bound volumes, 
and another who keeps two clerks em­
ployed in classifying and arranging his 
enormous collection. Added to this, there 
are in Paris about 150 wholesale firms enu 
ployed in the trade, and one of the best 
known of these has offered from £20 to £40 
for certain stamps of the year 1836. Tus­
can postage stamps dated before 1860 will 
be paid for at the rate of £6 each, while 
stamps from Mauritius for the year 1847 
fetch £80 and French stamps of 1849 are 
quoted at £1 each. Some of the owners 
ons collectors of these curiosities evident- 
ally seem to think that they will be able 
to band down to prosterity faint effigies 
which may serve to recall fallen dynasties 
and overturned thrones.

Those who carefully adopt our method 
of oaring pork and beef will be enabled 
to enjoy as fioe bams, tongues, dried 
beef and rounds as the Emperor of ell 
the Russia» can command, always pro» 
Tiding that tbe meat cured is of the 
best quality. Il ia this : To 1 gallon of 
water take 1$ lbs. of salt, half lb. of 
sugar, half ounce of saltpetre, half 
ounce of pearlash—in this ratio, the 
pickle is to be increased to any quantity 
desired. Let these be boiled together 
until all tbe dirt from tbe salt and sugar 
(which will not be a little) rises to tbe 
top, and ie skimmed off. Then throw 
it into a tub to cool, and when cold pour 
it over your beef or pork to remain the 
usual time, say four or five weeks : 
The meat must be well covered with 
pickle ; and should not be put down for 
at least two days after killing, during 
which time it should be slightly sprinkl­
ed with powered saltpetre. Several 
of our friends have omitted tbe boiling 
of the pickle, and found it to answer 
equally as well. It will not, however 
answer quite so well. By boiling the 
pickle, it ie purified, for the amount of 
dirt which ia thrown off by the opera­
tion, from the salt and sugar, would 
surprise anyone not acquainted with 
the act.

Fifty Years’ Growth of an Empire,

A Tell-Tale Paint.-—A tell-tale paint 
for showing when a bearing is growing hot 
has been brought out in England. At normal 
temperature it is a brilliant red, but as it 
is heated it grows darker, until, at 180® 
Fabr., It is quite brown. As it cools It 
regains its original color again. If tbe 
bearing of an engine or a machine be 
covered with this paint the man in charge 
can tell at a glance if they are running 
cool ; and if they become hot he can watch 
from a distance the effect of the lubricant 
he applies.

The fact that Her Majesty is now well 
advanced upon the fiftieth year of her 
reign,and that a great Exhibition illustrat­
ing the wealth of her great domains, be­
yond the seas is still in progress—affords 
a fitting opportunity for reviewing the 
salient features in the growth of the Em­
pire which the period of her reign has 
witnessed. Although the length of Her 
Majesty’s reign has been exceeded in the 
case of only two sovereigns of this country, 
half a century is but a short interval in 
tbe life of a nation. Yet it may be safely 
asserted that no half century has witness 
ed a greater advance in every direction,on 
the part of this or of any other nation 
than has been accomplished by tbe British 
Empire daring the Victoria era. Other 
reigns have seen England involved iu 
greater military struggles and triumphant 
over more serious national dangers than 
have been recorded on the pages of the 
history of the last fifty years ; other Eng­
lish sovereigns have witnessed greater ter­
ritorial aggrandizement than Queen Vic­
toria ; but none ever saw a nation advance 
so rapidly in tha paths of peaceful national 
prosperity, in the ways of scientific and 
industrial progress. The rough test of 
nation’s prosperity, is tbe growth of popu­
lation ;.and, applying this test .to the 
United Kingdom alone, we find that the 
subjects of Queen Victoria domiciled in 
British Islands are more numerous by 
twelve millions than they were when she 
ascended the throne ; whereas, during the 
fifty years preceding, tbe increase of popu­
lation was probably not more than eight 
millions. In l«ke manner the growth
