So that the sum of £1723 oo,
or $8385 275 ev.will thic vear be expende-t
from the pence and pounds of the poor
and rich in Scotland in the maintenance
of Queen’s College, and in the supjort of
our Church tin Canada, and the propaga-
tion of the Gaspel hiere by our invrawen-
talitv, Besides too these pecuniars gifis,
and besides grauts to aid in buiiding
churches, the Commiittec are at pains to
look ozt fur and 1o scnd forth missionaries
nat only to Canada but to 2l those colonies
where Seatchmen have found and are fing-
ing a footing.
