No. I.—Rr. Hor. Sir Jonn A, MacDoNaLy,

Sir John Alexander Macdonald was Lorn at
his father’s house in High-Street, Glasgow,
Scotland, in the year 1815, This gifted states-
man has repeatedly, in more or less vague
language, referred to Kingston, the shores of
the Bay of Quintd, and various other parts of
Cunada, as the scenes of his nativity. But no
matter 3 this was at clection times, and Sir
John could not be expected to recall with ac-
curacy the civeumstances of his catrance into
the world.

Little Johnnie atrived at Kingstou with his
papa in 1820. The ugly Penitentiary and
still uglier Cathedral of St. George had not as
yet been built, and Johnnic’s taste for the
bewutiful thus escaped being wholly pevverted.
Johpuie's papa moved to the Lake of the
Mountain in Ameliasburg, where he set up a
grigt mill.  The summer suns of {ifty yearsago
have frequently seen Johnnie, his youthful
brow and puckered up lips even then contorted
with a ferocious expression of sarcasm, en-
deavoring to persuade the troutling or bass of
the Bay of Quinté brooklets, to swallow
worm within whose body a cvooked pin had
hecn gerrymandered. But Johnnie's pa moved
back to Kingston, and the brook trout and
other fishes held a great feast of worms and
water for joy at his departure,

Young John Macdonald went to the Royal
Grammar School, Kingston, the master of
which was Mr. George Baxter, and when six-
teen began to study law in the office of Mr.
George Mackenzie, to whose practice he even-
tually succeeded. Mr. John Alexander Mac-
donald was a diligent student, o hard-working
Jawyer, o successful practitioner of that pro-
fession which leads to everything good in this
world, if not in the next. Me did not
waste his days driviug round with the Prince
Idward Courty girls; he was also free from
many temptations which now beset young
lawyersin Kingston. The Limestone City had
1no opera_house,and not a single ice cream
saloon. Lawyer John Macdonald conducted
the dectence of Van Shoultz, a Pole, who
failed to poll enough Canadian sympathizers
to aid his burglarious raid on Prescott in 183S.
Van Shoultz was hanged, but would no doubt
have been imuch consoled could he have fore-
secn that his advocate, Lawyer Macdonald,
would one day be Prime Minister of a great
Dominion, Lawyer Macdonald had several
law students in his oflice, among them o lad
named Oliver Mowat.

In December, 1844, Mr. John A. Macdonald
was clected Mcember of Parliament for Kings-
ton, then, as long afterwards, a Conservative
stronghold. In that very month the youn
member confronted in dobate the Liberal
leader, the Hon. Robert Baldwin. His first
speech was on a poind of constitutional law,
his forte ever since. But asa rule he aat silent
and observant, widening his acquaintance
with the men and the interests that dirccied
Canada’s politics, In May, 1850, he spoko in
support of a protection policy, then advocated
by the Hon. Rir. Cayly. .

1n 1847, Mr. Macdonald was for the first
time a member of the administration,—tho
moribund Tory Cabinet of the Hon. Mr.
Draper--firstas Receiver-General,afterwards as
Commissioner of Crown Lands. The Hon,
John A. Macdonald was the leading spirit of
his party when in opposition under the Bald-
win, or the Hincks’ Cabinet; he resumed
office under the MeNab-Morris Cabinet as
Attorney-General, and was extolled .by the
Qlobe as ¢ the only man of any working quali-
ties in the Government, the only man who can
make a set speech in the House, the man who
must be leader in the Assembly.” In the ses-
sion of 1854 took place the *‘removal” of Sir

Allan M¢Nab from the position of Conserva-
tive leader, his place being taken by the Hon.
John A. Macdonald, who now headed the
Cartier-Macdonald Ministry, which, by the in-
enipus manceuvre known to history as the
Double Shuflie, became the Macdonald-Cartier
Ministry, After utilizing the energies of
George Brown and the Grits to defcat the
Ministry of John Sandficld Macdonald, and
sustaining defeat in the ‘Taché-Macdonald
Ministry which succeeded it, John A. Mac-
donald. accepted the offer of a coalition in
order to carry Confederation. This was
effected in 1867, and the holiday of Dominion
Day ivstituted to the great dclight of the
small boy and the vendor of five-crackers.

“John A.,” mnow Sir John, continued to
srosper until the disastrous day of the Pacilic
gcandal, when the Tory leader experienced
the evil result of breaking the one great com-
maundment,, *‘ Thou Shalt Not be Found Out.”
While in opposition Sir John invented two
useful institutions, the political picnic and the
N.P, Sir John led his party to the Promised
Landof office. At the subsequent clections his
tenure of power was confirmed, and shews no
signs of coming to an end save with the slowly
but surely untwisting strands of a man’s life,

Fricnds and foes alike admit Sir Johu’s
marvellous versatility, his readiness in debate,
his great power of cloquence on important oc-
casions, his intimate and subtle knowledge of
all the men and all the interests involved in
the complex game of Capadian politics. No
party leader ever had a greater imagination;
he can without & gift or premium win back a
recalcitrant follower. ife was not deterred
by his acceptance of a ‘“tin pot kuigthood ”
from asscrting Canada’s commercial inter-
ests against thosc of England, He has been
accused of a partiality for **ways that are
dark and tricks that arc vain,” but nothing
is more sure than that Siv John will be honest
whenever he is convinced that Honcsty is the
Best Policy.
