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million ounces of silver, representing 15
per cent of the country’s annual pro-
duction.

Since the signing of an industrial co-
operation agreement between Canada and
Mexico last year, Mexico now supplies
some 10 per cent of Canada’s imported
petroleum and has become an export
market for Canadian high~technology pro-
ducts.

Prime Minister Trudeau and President
Lopez Portillo discussed a bid by Atomic
Energy Canada Limited for construction
of CANDU nuclear reactors in Mexico.
Canada is bidding for the multi-billion
dollar contract to build the reactors re-
quired for the Mexican nuclear power
program.

President Lopez Portillo indicated that
Mexico would like to purchase more Can-
adian dairy products, oil seed and wheat.
The Mexican president also said he would
like a resumption of air transport negotia-
tions between the two countries and
closer collaboration on law of the sea
negotiations.

North-South relations reviewed

During their talks, the two leaders focus-
ed on the question of improving relations
between the world’s rich and poor
nations. Mr. Trudeau and Mr. Lopez
Portillo, who jointly chaired a 22-nation
summit on North-South relations last
October in Cancun, Mexico, agreed that
the conference had been “remarkably
successful”.
