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ARTICLE 7
1 . The functions of the North American Commission with regard to its area

shall be:

(a) to provide a forum for consultation and co-operation between the members:

(i) on matters related to minimizing catches in the area of fisheries juris-diction of one member of salmon originating in the rivers of another
Party, and

(ài) in cases where activities undertaken or proposed by one member affectsalmon originating in the rivers of the other member because, forexample, of biological interactions;

(b) to propose regulatory measures for salmon fisheries under the jurisdictionof a member which harvest amounts of salmon significant to the othermember in whose rivers that salmon origînates, in order to minimize suchharvests;

(c) to propose regulatory measures for salmon fisheries under the jurisdictionof a member which harvest amounts of salmon significant to another Partyin whose rivers that salmon originates; and

(d) to make recommendations to the Council concerning the undertaking ofscientific research.

2. Each member shaH, with respect to its vessels and the area under its fisheriesjurisdiction, take the measures necessary to minimize by-catches of salmon originatingin the rivers of the other member.

3. Fishing patterns in salmon fisheries in the North American Commissionarea shall not be altered in a manner which resuits in the initiation of fishing orincrease in catches of salmon originating in the rivers of another Party, except withthe consent of the latter.

ARTICLE 8
The functions of the West Greenland Commission and the North-East AtlanticCommission with regard to their respective areas shahl be:

(a) to provide a forum for consultation and co-operation among the membersconcerning the conservation, restoration, enhancement and rational manage-ment of salmon stocks subject to this Convention;
