LORAN-A EQUIPMENT TO CANADIAN LORAN-A STATIONS.

SIR:

I have the honor to refer ta the Agreements between our two, GovernmentS
effected by exchanges of notes dated June 7 and 8, 1965'», and April 19 and JulY
28, 196610, concerning the loan of Long Range Aid ta, Navigation (LORAN-A)
equipment by the United States Coast Guard ta, the Canadian Department 01
Transport for use at Canadian LORAN-A stations.

It has since developed that the United States Coast Guard is prepared ta
inake avallable the following additional equipment, whîch I understand the
Canadian Department of Transport will accept, for the further modernization Of
the LORAN-A stations in question under the saine understandings and condi-
tions as set forth ini the 1965 and 1966 Agreements mentioned above:

Six (6) crystal oscillator units, type CW-35044,
Four (4) timers, type 11E-i (in "as-is" condition)

and associated spares.

If the foregoing is acceptable ta the Governinent of Canada, I have the
honor ta propose that this note and your note in reply ta, that effect shall
canstitute a further agreement between aur two Gaverninents regarding thi5
matter effective from. the date af yaur reply, and which shall remain in farce
for the duration of the original 1965 Agreement cited above.
