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COMMONWEALTH CABLE PROFIT

Showing a net profit of more than $2 million — a
record high since its formation in 1950 — and a
revenue increase of 30 per cent over 1962, the
thirteenth annual report of the Canadian Overseas
. Telecommunication Corporation was released in the
House of Commons on July 10 by Transport Minister
Mcllaith.

The main financial items in the report, sub-
mitted by D.F. Bowie, the Corporation’s President
and General Manager, disclosed the following
comparative figures:

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FOREST FIRE FIGU RES

Canadian forest areas
this year were estimated at 95,000 acres. The
number of fires was 1,877. This, according to the
federal Forestry Department, is a slight increas®
over the 90,000 acres burned by 1,546 fires to the
end of May last year.

This season’s reports show that 1,371 fires
swept through some 86,000acres of provincial forest®
during May. In the Yukon and Northwest Territories
2 fires totalled some 35 acres. The estimate
